Let me start off by introducing myself.  I am Ms. Krause and this is my fifth year teaching middle school mathematics at Riverdale/Kingsbridge Academy.  I am also going into my second year as the varsity girls soccer coach, after two years as the varsity girls volleyball coach.  
In the eighth grade the syllabus includes:
September and October – Reviewing and expanding upon knowledge of square roots, scientific and standard notation, decimals, rational and irrational numbers, operations of integers, finding multiples and factors.

November and December – Substituting known values in for algebraic symbols, solving algebraic equations and inequalities, translating word problems into numbers and symbols, and a review of measurement systems.

January to March – Identifying angle relationships and performing transformations on figures.  
March to April – Graphing linear and non-linear equations, and being able to identify given parts of the resulting graphs.  
The grading policy for the 2010 – 2011 school year will be: 
60% Tests and Quizzes (Tests will be given approximately every 2 weeks on Tuesdays, quizzes will be given every Friday)

20% Classwork (This includes notebook checks that will happen every two weeks, as well as preparedness and participation and completion of classroom work)

20% Homework (This includes projects along with the regular homework that will be assigned on a daily basis)

The materials needed for the 2010 – 2011 school year are: 

· You must have a pencil EVERDAY! On this note I also suggest you have a 

pencil sharpener and eraser.  

· You also must have a graph paper notebook to write in, I suggest the marble 

ones as they do not fall apart.
· You need a folder to keep handouts and returned papers in, if these papers are 

put in the notebook, often they get lost.  

· I have rulers and protractors that may be borrowed, but they are made of 

cardboard.  If you prefer plastic, or would like to have them to use at home as 

well you may consider purchasing these.  

· I also have a class set of calculators, but once again if you would like to have 

your own the one we will being using in class is the TI – 34II.

Homework will be assigned everyday in order to reinforce what was learned in class that day.  It will normally be about twenty minutes worth of questions from the textbook.  Homework must be done in pencil.  Homework will be numbered and it is important that, in order to get credit, that homework has this number on it when it is handed in.
