

The automotive industry is one of the largest industries in the world.  Many opportunities exist for highly skilled and trained professionals.  From finance and sales, to service and repair, the shortage of skilled and trained professional for this industry is estimated to be over one million, by the year 2010.  

 

The Automotive Program will provide training in Automotive Service Excellence (ASE) standards through the State Education Department’s approved Service Center Specialist Program.  Systems such as engine repair, fuel systems, electronic engine controls, brakes, suspensions, auto inspections, computerized alignment and high tech electronics will be taught in the sophomore through senior year.

 

The ASE certified and licensed teachers stress individualized “hands on” project based learning, as well as reading and writing fundamentals.  Classroom methods of instruction are standards based and homework assignments are given on a regular basis.

 

Many graduates who were enrolled in the Tottenville High School Automotive Program have either gone on to college and pursued two year degree programs in Automotive Careers or successfully entered the automotive work field.  These graduates are now employed by new car dealers, auto repair and service stations, department store automotive departments, and the NYPD, NYFD, NYC Transit, NYC Sanitation repair shops.
