The T.H.S. Cisco Networking Academy prepares students for industry recognized certifications.  The curriculum provides instruction in basic electronics, computer building and repair skills, and internet technology skills for designing, building and maintaining networks.  Combining instructor-led, online education with hands-on laboratory exercises, the curriculum enables students to apply what they learn in class by working on actual computers and networks.  From basic computer troubleshooting and repair to advanced VLAN troubleshooting, the Cisco Networking Academy prepares students for industry certifications that lead to lifelong opportunities.

 

This sequenced program emphasizes using decision-making and problem solving techniques in the application of science, mathematics, communication and social studies concepts to solve networking problems.  Students learn how to install and configure Cisco switches and routers in multi-protocol networks using local and wide area networks (LANS and WANS).  Students also learn to provide Level 1 troubleshooting service and how to improve network performance and security.  Additionally, instruction is provided in the proper care, maintenance, and use of networking software tools and equipment as well as local, state, and federal safety, building and environmental codes and regulations.  

 

The Cisco Networking Academy is a three year sequence beginning in the 10th grade.  Successful completion of the sequenced coursework prepares students to take the A+ Exam (required for an A+ Certified Technician) and the CCNA Exam (Cisco Certified Networking Associate).  Cisco underwrites part of the CCNA exam fee which is approximately $200.00.  Successful completion of the exam will give students a CCNA Certification.  This certification is acknowledged worldwide and will open doors for immediate employment in the networking industry.  Many of our graduates also continue their education in college and take advanced level Cisco courses preparing them to become Cisco Certified Network Professionals.
