

The Fine Arts program at Tottenville HS offers a comprehensive curriculum that introduces students to the basic concepts of composition and design. This sequenced program offers a myriad of advanced courses in fine arts enabling students to develop their interests and talents while introducing them to the many different fields of art and design.  Advanced studio classes begin in the fall semester of 10th grade and continue through 12th grade, culminating with the Art Regents examination. 

 

The Fine Arts curriculum provides students with opportunities to explore a variety of medium, tools and subject matter while developing the necessary skills to be successful in art programs beyond the high school level.  In grade 10, students begin with one year of drawing and then advance to one year of painting in Grade 11.  In Grade 12, each student’s work is reviewed and evaluated for portfolio presentation. Students also prepare to file applications and present portfolios to colleges of their choice. In the spring, students study art history and prepare for the Art Regents examination.
