The spring semester also culminates with evaluation by respected music educators from throughout the state in the New York State School Music Adjudication (NYSSMA) Festival.  Our excellent ensembles have traditionally earned the highest ratings by this impartial, non-competitive process.

Soloists are encouraged to participate in the NYSSMA Festival to receive valuable preparation for college auditions, invaluable advice and feedback, and, in some cases, invitations to participate in the All-State Orchestra, All-State Symphonic Band, or the All-State Chorus. Of the Staten Island high schools, Tottenville High School sends the highest number of students to these most prestigious ensembles.

All music students are invited to enjoy a variety of extra-curricular activities including, Sing!, Spring Musical, Broadway Club, Percussion Ensemble, Men’s Chorus, etc.

For so many students, participation in Tottenville’s Music Department portends four years of excellence, growth, highest standards, and wonderful memories.
