CRITERIA:


1. Teachers not covered by Advance in the last two school years, require satisfactory ratings from September 2, 2014 through June 30, 2016
2. Teachers covered by Advance in 2014-2015, and 2015-2016 require a rating of Highly Effective, Effective or Developing 

3. Teachers with a combination of Advance and Non-Advance during the 2014-2015 and 2015-2016 school years must have received satisfactory or Highly Effective, Effective or Developing ratings 
4. Teachers covered by Advance, no substantiated allegations of misconduct stemming from an OSI or SCI investigation or any misconduct that has led  to the filing of disciplinary charges within the past three years

5. A demonstrated ability to motivate, stimulate and challenge students to achieve a high level of performance through rigorous academic standards

6. Excellent classroom management skills

7. Satisfactory experience using interdisciplinary, STEM focused curricula or programming (such as Robotics or computer programming)

8. An understanding of, and sensitivity to, the emotional, social and academic needs of students

9. Documented record of excellent attendance and punctuality

1. Work with partners to implement an engaging arts program to complement the hands-on STEM program 

2. Confer and collaborate with site supervisors and program partners in matters pertaining to instruction, students and family support
3. Support/conduct formative and summative assessments to measure students’ understanding of STEM content
