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EDUCATIONAL IMPACT STATEMENT:  
The Proposed Co-Location of New Middle School 08X562 
with J.H.S. 125 Henry Hudson (08X125) and P.S. 119 (08X119) 
in Building X125 Beginning in 2012-2013 
  
I. Summary of Proposal 

 

The New York City Department of Education (“DOE”) is proposing to co-locate a new middle school, 

08X562 (“08X562”), in building X125 located at 1111 Pugsley Avenue, Bronx, NY 10472 in District 8. If 

this proposal is approved, 08X562 would be co-located in building X125 with J.H.S. 125 Henry Hudson 

(08X125, “J.H.S. 125”), an existing middle school currently serving students in sixth through eighth 

grades, and P.S. 119 (08X119, “P.S. 119”), an existing elementary school currently serving students in 

kindergarten through fifth grades, which also offers a pre-kindergarten program. A “co-location” means 

that two or more school organizations are located in the same building and may share common spaces like 

auditoriums, gymnasiums, and cafeterias. 

P.S.119 serves most of its students in building X119, located at 1075 Pugsley Avenue, Bronx, NY 10472, 

but utilizes some space in building X125, which is located nearby, to accommodate students who cannot be 

served in building X119.  Currently, P.S. 119 serves 15 class sections of  students from kindergarten 

through second grades in building X125, while housing all of its other students, including its pre-

kindergarten program and additional sections of kindergarten through second grades, in building X119.  

The DOE anticipates that X119 would continue to serve approximately 15 class sections in building X125 

in the coming years. The school also serves some of its students in transportable classroom units, building 

X915.    

The DOE plans to reduce enrollment at J.H.S. 125 as an academic intervention strategy to help J.H.S. 125 

improve student performance; as described in greater detail below, in recent years, J.H.S. 125 has received 

poor Progress Report grades. This planned enrollment reduction of J.H.S. 125 would also permit a new 

school, proposed to be 08X562, to be co-located in the X125 building. The DOE is planning to reduce the 

enrollment at J.H.S. 125 over a period of three years. Details of the year by year reduction are included in 

Section III.B, Impact on Schools. If this proposal is approved, by 2014-2015, enrollment at J.H.S. 125 

would have decreased by approximately 295-330 students, so that the school would serve 300-330 students 

at scale in sixth through eighth grades.  

 

If this co-location proposal is approved, 08X562 would gradually phase into X125 while J.H.S. 125 would 

simultaneously scale back its enrollment. 08X562 would serve students in sixth grade in 2012-2013 and 

would add one grade level every year until the school reaches its full grade span of sixth through eighth 

grades in the 2014-2015 school year, when it would serve approximately 300-330 students at full scale.   

 

If this proposal is approved, J.H.S. 125 and 08X562 would both be zoned campus choice middle schools 

that would serve students in sixth through eighth grades. Both schools would admit students through the 

District 8 Middle School Choice process and offer priority to students residing in the X125 zone through a 

campus choice admissions method, in which all students zoned to the X125 building would have priority 

for a seat in the building and would have the opportunity to rank 08X562 and J.H.S. 125  in order of 

preference in their application. Students would then be matched to one of the two schools through a zoned 

campus choice matching process operated by the Office of Student Enrollment (“OSE”). 
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In 2011-2012, building X125 is serving 1,050 students, yielding a utilization rate of 83%.  If this co-

location proposal is approved, there would be sufficient space to accommodate J.H.S. 125, 08X562 , and a 

consistent number of sections of P.S. 119 students. In the 2014 – 2015 school year, when 08X562 

completes its phase-in and J.H.S. 125 completes its enrollment reduction, the X125 building would serve 

approximately 1,005-1,095 students, yielding an approximate utilization rate of 79 – 86%.  

 

Background on the DOE’s Decision-Making Process 

The DOE strives to ensure that all students in New York City have access to a high-quality school at every 

stage of their education. The co-location of 08X562 in building X125 is intended to provide an additional 

option to students and families in District 8 and the Bronx.  

The DOE is working with the J.H.S. 125 community to gradually decrease the school’s enrollment by 

approximately 295-330 students over a period of three years. The DOE is committed to supporting J.H.S. 

125 as it reduces its enrollment and focuses on improving. J.H.S. 125 has struggled to successfully serve all 

of its students. The school received a C on its most recent Progress Report with a D grade in the School 

Performance sub-section and C grades on the Progress and Environment sub-sections. The school received 

an Underdeveloped on it most recent Quality Review for 2010-2011 school year.
 1

 

The DOE’s reduction to the school’s enrollment over the course of three years aims to focus academic 

instruction and school support services on a smaller number of students. When the school reaches its 

planned enrollment level at the end of three years, the school would transition from serving 627 students in 

2011-2012 to serving approximately 300-330 students.  This targeted focus on a smaller student body is 

intended to better position the school to improve student achievement, particularly for struggling students 

and students with disabilities. 

Reducing a school’s enrollment is an academic intervention strategy the DOE has initiated with other 

schools, and it reflects the DOE’s continued focus on assisting J.H.S. 125 to improve student performance.   

In combination with this enrollment reduction strategy, the DOE is proposing to create an additional middle 

school in the X125 building. The creation of a new middle school would allow J.H.S. 125 to enroll a 

smaller student body as outlined above, while simultaneously ensuring that there are sufficient middle 

school seats for students zoned to X125 and meeting parent demand for more school options. Further, the 

campus choice model encourages co-located middle schools to develop distinguishing school models to 

complement each other and attract students with varying needs and interests.  

Though some members of the J.H.S. 125 community were open to the enrollment reduction at J.H.S. 125 

and the possibility of co-locating a new school in the building, there were also members of the community 

who objected to this approach. However, the DOE believes that the X125 community and District 8 as a 

whole would benefit from the narrowed focus at J.H.S. 125 and this new middle school option. The DOE 

intends to continue incorporating community feedback and supporting J.H.S. 125’s students, staff, and 

community as the DOE  further develops plans to co-locate a new school that meets student and community 

needs. 

The DOE will also continue to seek and review community feedback while this proposal is under 

consideration by the Panel for Educational Policy (“PEP”).

X125 has a target capacity of 1,272 students.

proposal is approved, 08X562 would open in September 2012 serving approximately 100-110 students in 

the sixth grade.

The utilization rate referenced for the 2011-2012 school year are based on audited enrollment, and does not include Long Term 

Absences (“LTAs”), students who have been absent continuously for 30 days or more as of October 31, 2010 and October 31, 

2011,  respectively. This methodology is consistent with the manner in which the DOE conducts planning and calculates space 

allocations and funding for all schools. In determining the space allocation for co-located schools, the Office of Space Planning 

will conduct a detailed site survey and space analysis of the building to assess the amount of space available in the building. 
5 Enrollment projections are based on a standard phase-in plan of four general education or Integrated Co-Teaching sections and 

one Self-Contained section in the first year.  
6
 Currently, some sections of P.S. 119’s kindergarten, first, and second grades are served in X125. While P.S. 119 school 

leadership will make the decision each year about which of P.S. 119’s grades and sections would be served in X125, the DOE 

has assumed throughout this proposal that the grade levels represented in the X125 building would continue to be kindergarten, 

first, and second grades. The DOE anticipates that approximately15 sections of P.S. 119 students would continue to be served in 

X125 in the coming years and has planned accordingly. 
7 Pre-kindergarten is considered a program, not a grade, and therefore it is not included in this chart.  
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The total current and projected student enrollment for all existing and proposed school organizations in

In 2014-2015, once J.H.S. 125 has reached stable enrollment and 08X562 has reached full scale, there 

would be approximately 1,005-1,095 total students served in the building. The projected utilization for 

X125 at that point is approximately 79-86% This means that X125 has adequate capacity to accommodate 

the new middle school. 

As described in more detail in the Enrollment, Capacity, Utilization Report (“Blue Book”), which is 

available at http://www.nycsca.org/Community/CapitalPlanManagementReportsData/Enrollment/2010-

2011-BlueBook.pdf, a building’s target utilization rate is calculated by dividing the aggregated enrollment 

of all the school organizations in the building by the aggregated “target capacities” of those organizations. 

Each school organization’s “target capacity” is calculated based upon the scheduled use of individual 

rooms as reported by principals during an annual facilities survey, the DOE’s standards for maximum 

classroom capacities (which are lower than the UFT contractual class sizes and differ depending on grade 

level), and the efficiency with which classrooms are programmed (i.e., the frequency with which classes are 

scheduled in a given classroom).   

 

The most recent year for which target capacity has been calculated for buildings is 2010-2011. As 

described earlier in this EIS, the DOE’s projected utilization rates for the 2012-2013 school year and 

beyond are based on the 2010-2011 target capacity, which assumes that the components underlying that 

target capacity (scheduled use of classrooms, maximum classroom capacity, etc.) remain constant. Thus, 

                                                           
8 All projections referenced for the 2012-2013 school year and beyond reflect the forward promotion of cohorts by grade using 

the audited October 31, 2011 register for the base year.

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projected utilization rates for 2012-2013 and beyond provide only an approximation of a building’s usage 

because each of the factors underlying target capacity may be adjusted by principals from year to year to 

better accommodate students’ needs. For example, changing the use of a room from an administrative room 

to a homeroom at the high school level will increase a building’s overall target capacity because for high 

schools administrative rooms are not assigned a capacity. Holding enrollment constant, this change would 

result in a lower utilization rate. Similarly, if a room previously used as a kindergarten classroom is 

subsequently used as a fifth grade classroom, the building’s target capacity would increase because we 

expect that a fifth grade class will have more students than a kindergarten class. This is reflected in the fact 

that the DOE’s standard for maximum classroom capacity is higher for fifth grade classrooms than for 

kindergarten classrooms. In this example, as well, assuming enrollment is constant, the utilization rate 

would decrease. 

 

III. Impact of the Proposal on Students, Schools, and the 
Community  
 
A. Students 
 

If this proposal is approved, beginning in September 2012, 08X562 would be open to prospective sixth-

grade students through the District 8 Middle School Choice Process.  

 
Impact on Students Currently Attending Schools in the X125 Building 
 
The proposed co-location of 08X562 is not expected to impact the educational options of students currently 

attending J.H.S. 125 or P.S. 119. 

 

J.H.S. 125  serves general education students and students requiring special education services, including 

students currently enrolled in Integrated Co-Teaching (“ICT”) classes and Self-Contained special education 

(“SC”) classes, as well as students receiving Special Education Teacher Support Services (“SETSS”). P.S. 

119 also serves general education students and students requiring ICT classes, SC classes, and SETSS. 

Students with disabilities will continue to receive services in accordance with their Individualized 

Education Programs (“IEPs”), at both J.H.S. 125 and P.S. 119. Services are tailored to meet the individual 

needs of the students with disabilities currently enrolled and, as such, may vary from year to year.   

 

The DOE will continue to support all of the existing schools in the X125 building in reviewing students’ 

IEPs to focus on addressing the needs of students with disabilities by providing individualized service 

models that ensure students have access to the general education curriculum to the greatest extent possible. 

If this co-location proposal is approved, all schools in the X125 building would continue to develop 

individualized programs to meet the needs of their future students with disabilities.  
 

In addition, J.H.S. 125 and P.S. 119 both serve students classified as English Language Learners (“ELLs”). 

J.H.S. 125 offers English as a Second Language (“ESL”) classes and bilingual classes.
10

 P.S. 119 offers 

ESL classes. If this proposal is approved, all students enrolled in schools in the X125 building would 

continue to receive their mandated ELL services. 

 

Impact on Extra-curricular Programming and Partnerships 

These schools would continue to offer extra-curricular programs based on student interests, available 

resources, and staff support for those programs. The proposed co-location would not impact those 

opportunities. Students would continue to have the opportunity to participate in a variety of extra-curricular

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programs, though the specific programs offered at a given school are always subject to change. That is true 

for any City student as all schools modify extracurricular offerings annually based on student demand and 

available resources.  

 

According to school-reported data, J.H.S. 125 has partnerships with several community-based

J.H.S. 125 also offers an extended day program in the morning and Saturday programming to provide 

additional academic support for students. The DOE anticipates J.H.S. 125 would continue to have this 

programming based on sufficient interest and funding. 

 

J.H.S. 125 would continue to offer extracurricular programs based on student interests, available resources, 

and staff support for those programs. As J.H.S. 125 would still be a middle school of typical size, the DOE 

anticipates that the proposed enrollment reduction and co-location would not impact those opportunities. 

Students would continue to have the opportunity to participate in a variety of extracurricular programs 

though the specific programs offered at a given school are always subject to change. That is true for any

The DOE does not anticipate that this proposal would affect the extracurricular activities or partnerships 

currently offered at P.S. 119.

Enrollment Impact for Future Elementary School Students in District 8 
 

P.S. 119 is a zoned elementary school in District 8 that would maintain the same admissions and enrollment 

procedures as currently exist.  Additionally, P.S. 119 currently offers four sections of a half-day pre-

kindergarten program, currently located in building X119. The DOE’s pre-kindergarten programs are 

maintained based on available funding and student enrollment. The DOE anticipates that pre-kindergarten 

would continue to be offered at P.S. 119, subject to continued funding and demand. 

 

P.S. 119 would continue to serve elementary school students residing in its zone, and community residents 

may continue to apply to P.S. 119 as they would apply to other zoned district schools. P.S. 119 accepts 

students in the following priority order, in accordance with Chancellor’s Regulation A-101 regarding 

elementary school admissions: 

 

 Zoned siblings of current students 

 Zoned students

Enrollment Impact for Future Middle School Students in District 8 

 
Currently, J.H.S. 125 is a zoned middle school, which means the school provides admissions preference to 

students who reside in the X125 zone. Students in the zone who rank the school on their District 8 Middle 

School Choice application have priority for a seat in J.H.S. 125.  

 

The proposed co-location would impact the admissions methods of J.H.S. 125. J.H.S. 125 would change 

from a zoned middle school to a zoned campus choice middle school. If this proposal is approved, 08X562 

would also be a zoned campus choice middle school, and both schools would admit students through the 

District 8 Middle School Choice process. Through this process, fifth-graders zoned to the X125 campus 

would have the opportunity to rank their middle school preferences between the two X125 campus schools 

on a centralized application and would then be matched to either J.H.S. 125 or 08X562 through a 

computer-based matching process. Students zoned to the X125 building would also continue to have the 

option to apply to other District 8 choice middle schools through the District 8 Middle School Choice 

process. If this proposal is approved, J.H.S. 125 and 08X562 would admit zoned students through an 

unscreened admissions method. Any remaining seats at these schools would be filled through the over-the-

counter (“OTC”) placement process, described in detail below.  

 

Through the District 8 Middle School Choice process, students are offered the opportunity to apply to a 

range of middle schools within their district and/or schools with boroughwide or Citywide eligibility. If this 

proposal is approved, students would continue to have access to a broad range of middle school options 

through the District 8 Middle School Choice process, as described further below and outlined in the tables 

at the end of this section.  

 

Students may also choose to apply to a number of schools that manage their own admission processes. 

Information about all of these options is printed in each district’s Middle School Choice Directory, which 

can be found at http://schools.nyc.gov/ChoicesEnrollment/Middle/Publications/Bronx. Please note that this 

directory is updated yearly. 

 

In the District 8 Middle School Choice process, students rank their preferences from among District 8 

choice middle schools. These options include:  

 

 Choice middle schools or programs with a screened application process (admission is based on 

criteria designated by the school); 

 Choice middle schools or programs with an unscreened or limited unscreened application process. 

(Limited unscreened schools admit students on the same basis as unscreened schools except that 

they give preference to students who have attended a school information session.); 

 Zoned middle schools and campus choice middle schools (multiple schools in one campus 

collectively serve a zone); and 

 K-8 schools with an unscreened application process that have available seats for middle school 

students. 

 6-12 schools with an unscreened, limited unscreened or audition process for middle school 

students.

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In addition, screened and audition middle schools and alternative programs are offered through referrals. In 

this way, the DOE is able to offer individual students the widest breadth of options across a large number 

of schools.  

 

The Citywide deadline for fifth-graders to submit applications through the Middle School Choice process 

was December 16, 2011.
19

 The DOE acknowledges that this proposal will be voted on by the PEP in March 

2012, after the deadline to submit middle school choice applications has already passed. However, if this 

proposal is approved by the PEP, students zoned to the X125 building would have the opportunity to 

submit a “new schools” application, which would permit students to apply to 08X562 for 2012-2013, at 

which time it would begin enrolling students, and fewer students would be admitted to J.H.S. 125.   

 

For the 2012-2013 school year, any remaining available sixth-grade seats at 08X562 would be filled 

through the OTC process. In all future years, when 08X562 would appear on all District 8 students’ 

applications (if this proposal is approved), remaining available seats would first be filled through the 

District 8 Middle School Choice process, and then through the OTC process. 

 

In accordance with DOE policy, ELL students and students with IEPs participate in the middle school 

admissions processes in the same manner as their non-ELL and non-disabled peers. ELL students are 

placed according to the same placement criteria as their English-speaking peers. Students requiring ELL 

services would continue to receive appropriate services at the middle school to which they are matched.  

 

Impact on Over-the-Counter Placement in District 8 Middle Schools 
 

As described above, J.H.S. 125 currently admits students through the OTC process and would continue to 

do so if this proposal is approved; although J.H.S. 125 would take fewer OTC students as its enrollment 

would be reduced, 08X562 would also accept OTC students. As a result, no net loss of OTC seats is 

expected. 

 

OTC placement is a term that refers to the method of enrolling students who need a school assignment 

because they were not part of any admissions process for entry grades and/or were not enrolled in a New 

York City school at the time school started. These students fall into one of four categories:  

 

 New to the New York City school system;  

 Left the New York City school system and have returned;  

 Are seeking transfers (based on the guidelines outlined in Chancellor’s Regulation A-101);

 or 

 Students who did not participate in the middle school admissions process for some other reason. 

 

When a middle-school eligible student arrives for an OTC placement, his or her school assignment is 

determined by his or her interest, his or her home address, which schools have available seats, and where 

applicable, transfer guidelines. Students are eligible to attend middle school based on the district of 

elementary school attendance or the district to which the student’s address is zoned for middle school. In 

un-zoned districts, the student visits a Borough Enrollment Office where he or she meets with a counselor 

who reviews options that will meet the student’s needs. However, in many districts, students may simply 

report to their zoned middle school at the start of the year. 

 

Future rising sixth-grade students will continue to have access to a broad range of middle school options 

through the District 8 Middle School Choice process. Additional information regarding special programs

placement may be granted admission to a zoned school.

B. Schools 
 

J.H.S. 125 and 15 sections of P.S. 119 students would continue to be located in X125 as 08X562 phases in. 

The DOE does not anticipate that P.S. 119’s enrollment and space allocation in the X125 building would be 

impacted by this proposal. 

 

The DOE notes that buildings X119 and X915, where P.S. 119 is located, are overcrowded. To meet P.S. 

119’s space needs, the school has been allocated some rooms in the X125 building, which is near X119. 

The DOE continues to investigate ways to meet P.S. 119’s space needs, including considering short-term 

solutions like capping and overflowing new students for September 2012 and long-term solutions like 

rezoning surrounding elementary schools or allocating additional space in X125 to P.S. 119. The DOE has 

begun to consult with the school community about these possibilities and would continue to do so in the 

coming months. Further, if this proposal is approved, there would be excess full-size spaces in building 

X125 which could potentially be allocated to P.S. 119 to help further alleviate crowding in building X119. 

Throughout the City each year, there are adjustments in room allocations for co-located schools based on 

enrollment changes. If such an adjustment were deemed necessary for the X125 building, the Office of 

Space Planning would work with the Office of Student Enrollment, the Office of Portfolio Management, 

and the X125 Building Council to determine appropriate adjustment of room allocations.  

The estimated enrollments for the organizations that would be located in building X125 during the course 

of the co-location are shown in the tables below.

If this co-location proposal is approved, there would be sufficient space to accommodate J.H.S. 125, 

08X562 , and a consistent number of sections of P.S. 119 students pursuant to the Citywide Instructional 

Footprint (the “Footprint”) throughout the period while J.H.S. 125 downsizes and, if this proposal is 

approved, while 08X562 phases in. Please visit the New York City Department of Education website to 

access the Instructional Footprint, which guides space allocation and use in City schools:

The Footprint sets forth the baseline number of rooms that should be allocated to a school based on the 

grade levels served by the school and number of classes per grade. For existing schools, the Footprint is 

applied to the current number of sections per grade, assuming class size remains constant. The Borough 

Director of Space Planning then confirms both the baseline and current space allocation totals during a 

walk-through of the building, where he or she is accompanied by a school’s representative.

For elementary schools serving grades kindergarten through five (and for all pre-kindergarten programs), 

the Footprint assumes that classes are Self Contained. Therefore, the Footprint allocates one full-size room 

for each general education or Integrated Co-Teaching section and a full-size or half-size room to 

accommodate each Self Contained special education section served by the school. In addition to these 

rooms, schools serving grades kindergarten through five receive an allocation of cluster or specialty rooms 

proportionate to the number of students enrolled. These spaces can be used at the principal’s discretion for 

purposes such as art and/or music instruction, among other things.  

 

For grades six through twelve, the Footprint assumes that students move from class to class and that 

classrooms should be programmed at maximum efficiency. The Footprint does not require that every 

teacher have his or her own designated classroom. Principals are asked to program their schools efficiently 

so that classrooms can be used for multiple purposes throughout the course of the school day. The Footprint 

allocates the number of baseline classrooms for student support services, resource rooms, and 

administrative space based on the grades a school serves and its enrollment at scale. Any space remaining 

beyond the baseline shall be allocated equitably among the co-located schools. In determining an equitable 

allocation, the DOE may consider factors such as the relative enrollments of the co-located schools, the 

instructional and programmatic needs of the co-located schools, and the physical location of the excess 

space within the building. 

 

As in other situations where schools are co-located, the schools would need to share large common and 

specialty rooms in the building, such as the cafeteria, the gymnasium, and the library. Specific decisions 

regarding the allocation of the shared spaces would be made by the Building Council, consisting of 

principals from all co-located schools, in conjunction with the DOE’s Office of Space Planning.  

 

According to the building walkthrough completed by the Bronx Director of Space Planning on November 

16, 2011, building X125 has a total of 52 full-size rooms (including 7 science demonstration rooms, 1 

woodworking shop, and 3 computer labs), 29 half-size rooms, 2 quarter-size rooms, and the equivalent of 

3.0 full-size rooms of designed administrative/office space. In total, building X125 has 70.0 full-size 

equivalent (“FSE”) space for instructional and administrative use.   

 

The School-Based Support Team (“SBST”) is housed in 1 half-size equivalent room, the Nurse’s office is 

housed in 1 half-size room of designed administrative space, the custodian’s office is housed in 1 half-size 

equivalent room, and the Rainbow After School Program is housed in 1 half-size equivalent room.  

The 7 science demo rooms are all currently allocated to J.H.S. 125 and are not shared with P.S. 119 

because elementary schools do not utilize science demo rooms. The one woodworking shop and the three 

computer labs are allocated to J.H.S. 125.These rooms would begin to be shared with the new district 

middle school, 08X562, as it phases into the X125 building, if this proposal is approved.  

Thus, there are 52 full-size rooms, including 7 full-size science demonstration rooms, 26 half-size rooms, 2 

quarter-size rooms, and the equivalent of 2.5 full-size rooms of designed administrative/office space to be 

allocated to the co-located schools in building X125 during and after J.H.S. 125’s proposed enrollment 

reduction and the introduction of 08X562 into the building.  

 

According to the Footprint, J.H.S. 125’s current allocation should be 23 instructional full-size rooms, 7 

half-size instructional rooms, and the equivalent of 4.0 full-size rooms for administrative use, which totals 

30.5 FSE space. Currently, the school is allocated 33 full-size rooms, 12 half-size rooms, and 5.75 FSE of 

administrative space (this includes 1.5 FSE of designed administrative space, 8 half-size spaces, and 1 

quarter-size space). This means that J.H.S. 125 is currently over footprint.  

J.H.S 125’s footprint would decrease each year as the school reduces enrollment. J.H.S. 125’s footprint for 

instructional full-size rooms over the three years it would take to complete its enrollment reduction is 

included in the chart below. 
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According to the Footprint, P.S. 119’s current allocation should be 18 full-size instructional rooms, 6 

instructional half-size rooms, and the equivalent of 1.5 full-size spaces for administrative use, which totals 

23.25 FSE space. Currently, the school is allocated 18 full-size instructional rooms, 6 half-size instructional 

rooms, and 1.75 FSE of administrative space. If this proposal is approved, P.S. 119 would continue to be 

allocated the same amount of space in the X125 building.  The phase-in of the new district school, 08X562, 

would not impact the space that P.S. 119 currently has in building X125. P.S. 119’s footprint for 

instructional full-size rooms over the three years it would take to complete 08X562’s phase-in is included 

in the chart below. 

The DOE is proposing to open 08X562 in building X125 to replace the middle school seats lost due to the 

reduction of enrollment at J.H.S. 125. In 2014-2015 and beyond, when the new school has reached full 

scale, it would have a baseline footprint allocation of 13 full-size instructional spaces, 4 instructional half-

size spaces, and 2.5 FSE of administrative space. The footprint of 08X562 over the three years it would 

take to complete its phase-in is included in the chart below. 

There is sufficient space in building X125 to accommodate all three schools as J.H.S. 125’s enrollment is 

reduced and 08X562 phases in. After each school has received its baseline footprint allocation, there would 

be 8 excess full-size spaces remaining in the building, as detailed year by year in the chart below. Each 

school would continue to receive at least its baseline footprint allocation, and any excess space above the 

space allocated by the Footprint would be divided equitably among the schools as decided by the Building 

Council in conjunction with the DOE Office of Space Planning.  

The table below shows a summary of the baseline footprint allocation of full-size instructional spaces for 

each school throughout the proposed enrollment reduction at J.H.S. 125, P.S. 119, and the proposed phase-

in of 08X562:

If this proposal is approved, the Office of Space Planning would work with the Building Council to ensure 

an equitable allocation of the excess space. In determining an equitable allocation, the Office of Space 

Planning may consider factors such as the relative enrollments of the co-located schools, the instructional 

and programmatic needs of the co-located schools, and the physical location of the excess space within the 

building. In addition, the Office of Space Planning would also work with the schools in building X125 to 

ensure a smooth transition, if necessary, of any rooms currently being used above schools’ footprint 

allocations. 
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Building Safety and Security 

The DOE makes available the following supports to schools relating to safety and security: 
 

o Providing “Best Practices Standards for Creating and Sustaining a Safe and Supportive 

School,” as a resource guide;  
 

o Reviewing and monitoring school occurrence data and crime data (in conjunction with 

the Criminal Justice Coordinator and the New York City Police Department);  
 

o Providing technical assistance via the Borough Safety Directors when incidents occur;  
 

o Providing professional development and support to Children’s First Network (“CFN”) 

Safety Liaisons;  
 

o Providing professional development and kits for Building Response Teams; and  
 

o Monitoring and certifying School Safety Plans annually.  

 

 

C. Community 
 

The DOE supports parent choice and strives to ensure that all families have access to high-quality schools 

that meet their children’s needs. The performance of J.H.S. 125 indicates that there is a need to provide an 

additional option for families in the community. The proposed co-location of 08X562 is intended to serve 

as a additional middle school choice option for students in District 8.  

J.H.S 125 is the only middle school in District 8 where the DOE is proposing to reduce enrollment this 

year. Based on the audited enrollment register, J.H.S. 125 is currently serving 184 sixth-grade students. The 

DOE is proposing to reduce the seats available at J.H.S. 125 and utilize this space for a new district middle 

school, 08X562. The projected 75 – 85 sixth-grade seats in District 8 eliminated by J.H.S. 125’s enrollment 

reduction would be recovered by new school 08X562’s co-location in building X125, if this propsal is 

approved; thus, no net deficit of seats is expected. Community residents may also enroll in a District 8 

middle school through the District 8 Middle School Choice Process or apply to other public charter schools 

in District 8 or Citywide. 

 

In the school year 2011-2012, building X125 had a utilization rate of 83%. When 08X562 achieves full 

scale, the DOE projects the building would have a 79-86% utilization rate, if this proposal is approved.  

 

Aside from the school proposed in this EIS, there are currently no new District 8 middle schools in the 

process of phasing in to serve sixth grade through eighth grades and there are no charter schools currently 

phasing into Distrit 8 to serve middle school grades six through eight.

anticipates that 08X562 would have similar demographic data to that of J.H.S. 125, as as it would serve 

students from J.H.S. 125’s zone, likely having similar student characteristics and needs.

08X562 does not yet have enrollment. Therefore, there is no performance data for the school.  
 

 

V. Initial Costs and Savings 
 

New district schools are provided with a fixed per-school allocation and a variable per-pupil allocation of 

funds to cover start-up costs. Based on current one-time allocations for new schools, 08X562 would receive 

a fixed allocation of $80,000 during its first year.  

All schools receive approximately $225,000 in annual fixed Fair Student Funding (“FSF”) foundation 

allocations to fund administrative costs and an additional $50,000 in Children First supplemental funding. 

Estimated FSF for 08X562 in its first year is $441,245.00-$485,369.50. The student achievement and need-

based allocations are not taken into account in this estimate because incoming students’ achievement levels 

and needs cannot be predicted. All money allocated through FSF can be used at the principal’s discretion. 

All dollar amounts are based on FY 12 allocations and are subject to change based on adjustments to the 

DOE’s overall operating budget. 

 

This proposal is not expected to impose any costs on the other schools located in the X125 building.  
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VI. Effect on Personnel Needs, Costs of Instruction, Administration, 
Transportation and Other Support Services 
 

A. Personnel Needs 
 

Some administrative staff, teachers, and non-pedagogical positions at J.H.S. 125 would be excessed over 

the course of the enrollment reduction. This process would take place gradually as student enrollment 

declines with each successive graduating class. With fewer students, the school’s staffing needs would 

naturally be reduced.  

08X562 would hire personnel to support the school’s phase-in. The new district schools follow the hiring 

process consistent with the procedures set forth in the collective bargaining agreement between the DOE 

and UFT. 

This proposal is not expected to impact personnel at P.S. 119. 

 

 

B. Cost of Instruction 
 

As a result of the enrollment reduction, the total number of students enrolled at J.H.S. 125 would decline 

each year, meaning that the school would need fewer teachers and fewer supplies to meet the needs of its 

smaller student population. Funding would be provided in accordance with enrollment levels, allowing the 

school to meet the instructional needs of its student population. This is how funding is awarded to all 

schools throughout the City, with budgets naturally increasing or decreasing as enrollment fluctuates from 

year to year. 

 

Like all other schools Citywide, 08X562 and 08X125 may receive additional “categorical” funding based 

on student characteristics and needs. For example, federal Title I funding is awarded to schools based on 

the proportion of low-income students they enroll. If 08X562 or 08X125 meet Title I criteria, the schools’ 

Title I funding award would adjust as the size of the school population changes.  As 08X125 currently 

receives Title I funding, the DOE anticipates that 08X562 would also be eligible, as it would serve students 

from the same zone that would likely have similar student characteristics and needs. 

 

Like all other schools Citywide, over the course of the enrollment reduction and the phase-in and co-

location of 08X562 in building X125, 08X562, P.S. 119 and J.H.S. 125 may receive additional 

“categorical” funding based on student characteristics and needs. For example, federal Title I funding is 

awarded to schools based on the proportion of low-income students they enroll. If 08X562 or J.H.S. 125 

meet Title I criteria, the school’s Title I funding award would adjust as the size of the school population 

changes.  

In addition, FSF awards supplemental allocations on a per pupil basis to students who have additional 

needs and therefore cost more to educate. For example, during the 2011-2012 school year, middle schools 

received an additional $2,043.69 per pupil for ELL they enrolled. 

While schools do receive supplemental support for students with disabilities through FSF, that only 

represents part of the funding provided to support those students. Schools are budgeted to meet the needs of 

their students with disabilities as defined by their IEPs.  

Please note that increased or reduced per capita funds allocated to the school as a result of this proposal do 

not represent net/incremental system costs. All dollar amounts are based on FY12 allocations and are 

subject to annual variation based on adjustments to the DOE's overall operating budget. 

 

This proposal is not expected to impact the cost of instruction at P.S. 119.  
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C. Administration 
 

Some school supervisor and/or administrator positions assigned to J.H.S. 125 may be excessed once the 

school’s registers have been reduced in all grades. Some positions may be excessed as enrollment at the 

school gradually decreases, as administrative needs would decrease as the school serves an increasingly 

smaller student population. Again, all excessing would take place in accordance with applicable law and 

labor contracts. 

08X562 is expected to hire school supervisors and/or administrator personnel as needed throughout the 

course of the school’s phase-in. 

This proposal is not expected to impact P.S. 119’s administration. 

D. Transportation
