Each scholarship is for $5,000 to go towards college expenses. To be eligible, the student must be a high school senior who is entering college in Fall 2017. Applications are due on Tuesday, January 17, 2017 at midnight. Please submit this form, your essay, and your letter of recommendation to Viona Miller at vjm262@nyu.edu.
