	Written/Task-Based Assessments
	· Score an assignment asking: To what extent do students incorporate critical feedback into revisions?
	· Score an assignment asking: To what extent do students go beyond expectations set in a task vs. just doing the minimal requirements?
	· Score an assignment asking: To what extent do students demonstrate effort (against an effort rubric)? 

	
	
	Look for related growth mindset concepts in…
· Asking for a written response to a Dear-Abby style narrative of a student who struggled.
· Presenting students with a scenario and asking, “How should the characters respond and why?”
· Asking students to complete a written (or multiple-choice) self-reflection after a difficult task.

	Statements such as…
· I like school work that I'll learn from even if I make a lot of mistakes.
	Statements such as…
