1)  Observe the two pictures on the smart board (oxpecker/antelope and barnacle/whale). Write three interesting details you notice in the pictures. Please use complete sentences.

	Mini-Lesson 15 minutes
 
· Students, yesterday we talked about competition in Ecosystems. Today we are going to focus on symbiosis—the process where two organisms form partnerships. We are also going to expand on our work from yesterday, which involved identifying the topic and main idea.
· Who can remind the group what causes competition in Ecosystems? 
· How can organisms help other organisms meet their needs? Let’s look at a few examples of symbiotic relationships. 
· Please take out your graphic organizers. We are going to continue practicing filling in the topic and main idea sections of our graphic organizers and we are also going to add supporting details.
· I am going to read the first four paragraphs of “Ecosystems—Focus on Symbiosis” aloud. As I read, please underline the topic in your text. 
· Circulate while reading aloud to see what students underline.
· I notice that most of you underlined “Some animals for a close partnership with other kinds of animals. These pairings are called symbiotic relationships.” Let’s fill in Symbiotic Relationships as our topic.
· I am going to do a “think-aloud” as I find the main idea and supporting details in the fifth paragraph’. (T refers to the picture and text and explains her thinking as she identifies the main idea and supporting details)
