	Communities are Diverse

· Communities can be characterized as urban, rural, or suburban

· Urban, rural and suburban communities have special events, people, traditions, practices and ideas

· There are 3 types of communities: urban, rural and suburban pgs. 24-27
· Features of the communities are different
· Environmental factors influence the lifestyles of community residents (schools, buildings, sports and recreation facilities, extreme weather preparation)
· Geography and natural resources shape where and how communities develop pgs. 76-85
Urban, Suburban and Rural Communities 

· Rural communities are often far from each other, big towns or cities
· Suburban communities are residential towns on the outskirts of a city or large town
· Suburban homes are generally on smaller areas of land than rural homes

· Suburban homes are usually located in neighborhood 

· Rural areas may have limited public services (hospital, police, public, transportation)

· Suburbs have lower populations than suburban communities

· People in suburbs often commute to cities for work

· US suburbs are growing

· People in rural areas may work where they live

· Agriculture is an industry in rural communities

· Vegetation and wildlife may be more abundant in rural areas

· There are advantages and disadvantages to living in both rural and suburban communities

· Migration patterns exist in all communities (urban to suburban, suburban to rural etc)


	Communities and Government

· Communities need rules and laws to solve problem and resolve conflicts pgs. 154-155

· People need rules for the use of community resources

· People elect community leaders to make, enforce and interpret rules and laws pgs 160-165 and 172-175
· Rules and laws have changed over time to meet the needs of community members
· Community members are united by symbols of citizenship pgs 180-187
Local New York City Government 
· The three branches of government in New York City 

· Local leaders and elections (mayor, deputy mayor, city council, borough presidents, community boards)

· City government departments (Department of Education, Transportation, Health)

· Government buildings and their functions (city hall, courts, post office)

· Participation in decision making, problem solving, and conflicting resolution

· Community leaders represent the people in a neighborhood, borough, city, state

· Community resources require community workers, (fire fighters, police offers, sanitation workers, teachers )
· NYC as a commercial, industrial, tourism center
· State and national leaders are elected (governor, senators, president)

· Local government’s relationship to national government
· NYC’s relationships to global leaders (United Nations)
