	Performance Tasks
Write about a person in the school and explain what they do in the school, based in information from readings done in class.
	Performance Tasks
Students will choose one animal from Make Way for Ducklings or a House for Hermit Crab. Then they will write a story using a combination of drawing, dictation, and writing to narrate a single event around an animal coming and going from its home.

Students will present their stories to the class or in small groups. The stories can be recorded and shared with others.

	Performance Tasks
Students will select one animal or plant from  Life in a Pond or A Bed for the Winter  and explain which home is best. Students will use a combination of drawing, writing and dictating to explain why this home would be best.

Students will share their “Special Home” project with peers and share at least one idea and ask or answer one question about the work.
	Performance Tasks
Children will identify one “then and now” examples from The Little House or Four Seasons Make a Year and draw or write about it. Then they will do the same with their own examples fo “then I…” and “Now I…” 
Children will create a timeline of their own experiences and share details of them using illustrations and some text.
	Performance Tasks
Based on what they learn from reading Century Farm, children will compare living on a farm today to living on a farm one hundred years ago.

Using a graphic organizer, children will draw or write what is similar and different. Children will then draw and write to support their opinion to the following question: Would you like to live on a farm? Why or why not?
	Performance Tasks
Children will draw, dictate, or write a story in which something changes for a character or for themselves, using main character in Come On, Rain! As an example.

Children will draw or write the reaction of the character or themselves to the change.
	Performance Tasks
Children will pretend that they are a weather forecaster. They will use what they learned from What Will the Weather Be?and Weather Words and What they Mean to draw, dictate and write to explain a forecast.

Children will present their forecast to the class.
