Soda and candy are not permitted.  Do not send glass bottles or jars.

Cafeteria Rules and Regulations:  Please be aware of a few cafeteria rules your child is expected to follow:

1. Waiting your turn in line, talking quietly, eating your lunch with good manners, and cleaning up will help make lunchtime an enjoyable part of the day.

2. All food must be eaten in the cafeteria.

3. Each student is required to clean up after him/herself.

4. Every student must have a school lunch form on file whether they eat school lunch or bag lunch.
5. All students eligible for school service must have a pass to leave the cafeteria during lunch.

Dress Code:

This is a uniform school.  Students are expected to be in uniform on a daily basis.  The Physical Education uniform is to be worn on the day your child is scheduled to participate in the Physical Education program.

4. Flip Flop shoes are not permitted.

5. No provocative or suggestive clothing shall be worn in school.

6. All outerwear must be stored in the student closet in the classroom.  Outerwear includes: coats, jackets, hats, hooded sweaters, gloves, sunglasses, raincoats, etc.

7. Parents of students who are dressed inappropriately will be called and will be asked to bring in a change of clothing to the school for the child.  At the Principal’s discretion, a student may be kept in the office until such clothing is brought to the school.
