Article I: The Michael J. Petrides High School Chapter of the National Honor Society

Article II: The Michael J. Petrides School is a K-12 school, creating a seamless learning environment. The purpose of the MJP National Honor Society is to complement our unique environment by creating a seamless tutorial program. This will enable our membership to serve both the school and the community. 

Article III: The Michael J. Petrides Chapter of NHS will adopt and follow the National Constitution. Power is given to the MJP Faculty Council; the right to veto is given to the principal. Current Faculty Council Members: Z. Cabrera, S. Duskic, P. Gagliano, E. Granatelli, S. Lorenzo and P. Mazes, Principal: J. Buckheit.  P. Mazes will keep all paper work.
Article IV: Membership is defined as a student of MJP that has fulfilled the required service to school, service to community, has a cumulative average of at least  90%, (rounding up for 90 in not permitted) and has the approval of the MJP faculty.

Article V: New members must successfully complete the selection process which begins in February of the sophomore or junior year and ends the following first Monday of October of that year.  On or before the prescribed October date, the student must submit a complete application which includes 

I. Student Application with Teacher Recommendations

II. Record of Community Service

III. Record of Tutoring Service

IV. Student Activity Information Form

V. “Qualities” Essay

Membership is consistent with the national guidelines. The Faculty Council will review each student application and a decision will be made.

Article VI: Chapter Meetings will be scheduled each October and November. Additional meetings will be planned as needed.  The Induction Ceremony will take place in November.

Article VII: The organization is responsible to serve the students of MJP through the tutorial program and to serve the community. Each member must serve as a good role model to all students. Membership will continue to serve both school and community through their senior year. 

Article VIII: Presidents will be elected in September. Elections will begin with a nomination process. A vote by the membership and the Faculty Council will take place one week after the nomination process ends.  Students will be removed from NHS if there is a violation of the NHS Constitution and or the MJP Bylaws.  The Faculty Council will investigate all allegations and decide on appropriate actions.

Article IX: The Faculty Council ratifies all amendments to the bylaws. An annual meeting will be held each November to discuss the by laws, and the selection process for the following spring.

Article X: In accordance with NHS protocol all amendments or revisions require two-thirds vote of the Faculty Council for adoption. The revision will become law one year after the ratification.
