SCHOOL UNIFORM POLICY
Dear Parents,


The staff, P.T.A., Student Council and School Leadership Team of Joseph B. Cavallaro, are proud that we are approaching the sixth year of mandated school uniforms.  The uniform policy has proven to be successful both in creating a positive school tone and in maintaining a safe and secure environment.  Our School Uniform Policy follows:
Boys:

1. Shirts:  All-White, with a collar, long or short sleeves.  All-white turtlenecks may also be worn.

2. Pants:  Black slacks, chinos, or jeans.  Breakaways or snap pants are not permitted.

3. Footwear:  Sneakers or shoes may be worn, no sandals.  Socks must be worn.

Girls:

1. Blouses:  All-White blouse or shirt with sleeves (not revealing and not above the midriff).  No other colored shirt may be showing underneath the white shirt or blouse.

2. Skirts:  Black skirt of moderate length.  If a skirt is worn, opaque tights must be worn.  Miniskirts are not permitted.

3. Pants:  Black pants, including capris, chinos, and jeans.  Leggings are not permitted.

4. Footwear:  Sneakers or shoes may be worn, no sandals.  Socks must be worn.
Boys and Girls:

1. Outerwear:  All White or All Black sweaters, sweatshirts or vests (no logos) may be worn over an all-white top.

NO GLOVES, SCARVES, BANDANNAS, OR HATS OF ANY KIND ARE TO BE WORN IN THE BUILDING.

2. Warm Weather Policy Amendment:

In the spring, a notice will be sent out to permit students to wear black shorts (not bike shorts) instead of pants.  The shorts must be knee-length or longer.  This policy will be in effect only at the end of the school year.  If the knee length rule is not followed, parents will be called to bring in proper uniform clothing.  The rules for white shirts remain in effect all year long.

***All-White means no company logo larger than two inches.  For example:  the Nike “Swoosh” is acceptable, a company name written across the shirt or outerwear is not.  A design or picture on the back of the shirt is not acceptable.
