Cutting

Cutting is an unauthorized absence from a subject class during the day in which the

Student was officially in school.  The unauthorized absence from the class will be reported by the student’s teacher through the computerized attendance reporting system.

Cutting will affect the student’s participation in class which may affect the overall grade awarded. When a parent receives a report card, he or she should check the subject class attendance with the official attendance listed on the top of the card. If the subject class absence is greater than the absence recorded on the top of the card, the student may have cut class one or more times. Mistakes can be made, so it is best to contact the student’s teachers and the attendance office to verify the information. Please be advised that leaving school early is considered cutting.  Detention will be given to students who are late or cutting class.

Early Dismissal

If a student is sick during the school day, he or she should go to the Main Office, Room 613. A parent will then be contacted. In order to release the student early, a parent or authorized adult (listed on emergency card) must pick up the student from school.

If a student wants to leave school early, but he or she is not sick, a parent of authorized adult (listed on emergency card) must pick up the student from school.

Emergency Procedures

Fire Drills: FSSA follows the required regulations set forth by the New York City

Department of Education pertaining to how these drills are conducted.  Bells ring, and

teachers escort their students to the designated exits.  Staff members are also posted at 

sites outside of the school building along routes where the students walk.  Staff members 

guide the students as they walk away from the building along designated routes.

Bomb Threats: Fire drill procedures are followed in the event of a bomb threat; however

teachers will be notified to escort their students out of the building when they hear

specific message over the loud speaker.  Students will not be allowed to re-enter the school until the police and/or fire department have deemed that it is safe to do so.

Evacuations: In the event of a fire, students will be evacuated from the building to an 

undisclosed location.
