Working Papers

Students who are interested in acquiring working papers must submit an Application for Employment Certificate Certificate that is signed by a parent or guardian.  This form can be obtained from Mr. Tyrone Clarke in Rm. 613A.  Completed applications must also be returned to Mr. Clarke with the following original documents:

U.S. Citizens
1. Application for Employment Certificate

2. Social Security Card

3. Birth Certificate or valid U.S. Passport

4. A Doctor’s Note certifying that the student is physically fit to work

Non Citizens

1. Application for Employment Certificate

2. Social Security Card: If marked not valid for work, the student must bring in the INS card also.

3. Birth Certificate, U.S. Passport, A Foreign Passport with a U.S. Visa Stamp (if not in English, a certified translation must be attached), or Citizenship or Naturalization papers.

4. A Doctor’s note certifying that the student is physically fit to work.

Lockers

Lockers will be issued by Studio within the first two weeks of school. Each student is responsible for purchasing his/her own lock (combination locks only).  Upon receipt of a locker each student must provide the lock combination to their Studio Teacher.

MetroCards:

Metro cards are available for students who are eligible.  The policy at Frank Sinatra School of the Arts is “NO BLUE CARD – NO METROCARD”, simply meaning when a student returns a completed “blue emergency contact card, they will receive the appropriate MetroCard. Eligibility for a MetroCard is set by the Metropolitan Transportation Authority.  If a student lives one and a half miles or more from the school, a free fare card will be provided.  If a student lives a half mile to one and a half miles from the school, a half-fare card will be provided.  Students entitled to the half-fare MetroCard  contribute half of the normal bus fare, and are provided with one free transfer to any other bus.  The MetroCard half-fare does not provide a free transfer from the bus to the subway.

Lost or Stolen MetroCards:

Students must report lost or stolen MetroCards immediately to Mr. Tyrone Clarke in Room 613A. Upon notification your MetroCard will be deactivated.  If there are MetroCards available in the school, a new card will be issued immediately.  If not, a new card will be ordered.  It can take up to three weeks for the new card to arrive.
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
