Guidance Offices

In addition to guidance FSSA has an assigned social worker, the office is located in Rm.623B.

Parents can obtain referrals to mental health, medical, and academic support programs

through community–based organizations from the guidance counselors and social worker.

Deans Office

The Deans office is located in Room 731.  The Deans are available to help any student having difficulty in the building.  Behavioral, safety and cutting problems are referred to them.
Coordinator of Student Activities (COSA)

The COSA office is located in Rm.606.  The Coordinator of Student Activities oversees the election of student government officers, school events such as dances and shows, organizes fundraising events such as bake sales, and promotes special seasonal school calendar events such as Halloween, Thanksgiving, Black History Month, and Women’s History Month. .COSA also promotes student involvement in special interest clubs and develops leadership skills through student involvement in implementation and facilitation of all of the above.

Senior Class Advisor

Senior dues cover the cost of the cap and gown, diploma case, yearbook, and other items needed for the graduation ceremony.  The cost of a senior day trip is approximately $100.00, overnight $225.00. Please note the prices are subject to change year to year.  In addition, if seniors actively fundraise, the cost of these activities can be defrayed.  
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
