· Submit this document with your reading logs as well

Format:
· Place all your logs in one folder

· Logs should be stapled together according to book

· Make sure your name and homeroom are on all documents

· Miss Shannon will not be able to piece your work together

· If your work is not neat Miss Shannon will not be able to read it and therefore no credit will be given

Neatly, fill in the information below and let us celebrate your accomplishment in September with:

· A teacher approved homework pass (meaning you have to tell your teacher in advance that you would like to use it)

· An Excellence in Reading Certificate
