	Projects are due to the teacher by January 3rd, 2011.  Presentations will also begin on that date.  A sample guideline below can help you construct your Presentation.
Presentation MUST be between 15-20 slides.



Slide 1: Name of Group Members (2 max.), Date & Name of Serial Killer.
Slide 2: Brief information about yourselves and the experience incurred while doing this project.  Hobbies and Future Endeavors after HANC.
Slide 3: Information on the Serial Killer’s Pedigree.  Example what were the parents, grandparents and other relatives like?  How was the upbringing or childhood?  Educated or not?  Emotional or psychological deficits that might have contributed to his/her mentality, etc.
Slide 4: How did the killer see life? What was his/her teenage years like?  Abusive or part of an abusive family?  What type of things interested the killer while growing up?  Any out of the ordinary things the killer did an an adolescent that separated him from his peers?
Slide 5: When or what age did the killer commit his first crime?  How did he do it? Was is planned or spontaneous? What did the killer get out of the crime: passion, enjoyment, sorrow, revenge etc? How soon after the first crime did he/she strike again?
Slide 6: Did the killer leave any calling cards (aka special seals to take responsibility at a later time)? What state or Method of Operation (M.O.) does the killer use?  Does the killer remove any possessions from the victims for memorabilia or trophy, etc?
Slide 7: What type of evidence led law enforcement to seek out the killer? What are some examples of the evidence? Were the evidence individual or class?  Was law enforcement up to date with technology in processing the evidence? What tool(s) did law enforcement lack in executing the investigation?  Was the evidence consistent with other crimes, etc?
Slide 8: How did the killer react when law enforcement was on to him/her? Did the crimes stop or get more violent? Did the killer lay dormant for a while and then strike months, years or decades later? How did the killer react to being on the list of suspects, etc?
Slide 9: How was the case against the killer constructed?  Was there enough evidence in prosecuting, etc?  Was law enforcement able to recover ALL bodies?  Did killer agree to additional victims etc?
Slide 10: What was the verdict? Sentenced to prison or death? What about any interview the killer conducted during or after conviction?  Any therapy or rehabilitation given, etc?
Slide 11: Any research that came out of the case? Was this your typical killer or was this a really special case and why you think so.  Any information on how the killer thought or if there was evidence that linked the killer to his childhood, abuse, or mental or emotional state of mind etc?
	

Grading Rubric: Group Presentation

All grades are from 1-5.  A grade of 5 means student teams were exceptional in all fields described below.  Grades 4-1 show slight to major deficiencies within each field.
	Clarity:  Students were audible; showed no signs of nervousness; confident on topic.

	Knowledge: Students explained thoroughly the psychological and mental deficiency associated with or regarding the serial killer.

	Response to Questions: Students were able to provide explicit and direct answers to questions from audience.

	Cohesive/Organization: Power point was nicely flowing and each slide provided information on a structural basis.  No jumping all over the place!!
