Dear Parents: 

Our morning drop off and afternoon pickup procedures are critical parts of our organizational plan as they are designed to ensure safe passage to and from school for all of our students. Recently I have noticed that these procedures need to be revisited. Accordingly, I implore you to strictly adhere to the following:  

Morning Drop-off:

1. 
Pull all the way over to the curb before allowing your child(ren) to disembark. 


Please do not “double park” when dropping off children. 

2. 
Make sure that your child(ren) have their belongings ready in order to exit the car 


as quickly as possible. This will help to keep the line moving. 

3. 
If there is a line of cars waiting to drop students off, please do not “cut” the line 
by driving around them. This will decrease congestion and make pulling away 
from the curb safer and easier for those who are following protocol. 

4. 
After your child has disembarked, please wait for the car in front of you to pull 
out of line before proceeding. 

5. Please DO NOT make U-Turns on Woodrow Road or Huguenot Avenue. 
People making U-Turns are putting their children, themselves and others in 
danger. 

6. If you are dropping off on the opposite side of Woodrow Road or Huguenot 
Avenue, please insist that your child crosses at the corner with the assistance 
of a school crossing guard. 

7. 
Our doors are open at 7:30 a.m. and the drop off area becomes most congested 
between 7:50 a.m. and 8:05 a.m. If at all possible, plan to leave home early 
enough to arrive before 7:45 a.m.  Remember, school starts at 8:00 a.m. and 
students are penalized for excessive lateness. 



*During inclement weather it is especially important that you budget 


additional travel time.

Please take kindly to the suggestions of school personnel in the morning. They are 
made with the safety of our children in mind. 






Afternoon pickup 
1. 
Parents picking up their child(ren) at the conclusion of the school day are asked to 
pre-determine a meeting place away from the designated “No-Standing” areas 
where our buses need room to maneuver. This is especially important on 
Huguenot Avenue. This may require parents to park elsewhere and walk to the 
designated area. 

2.
Please do not make U-Turns on Huguenot Avenue or Woodrow Road. Parents 
parking on the
opposite side of the street should direct their children to walk to the 
corner and cross the street with the assistance of a school crossing guard. Your 
child(ren) will then be able to safely travel along the sidewalk to your vehicle.

3.   Please take kindly to the suggestions of school personnel in the afternoon. They 

are made with the safety of our children in mind.
