Incorporates both CCLS and content standards

Includes speeches and literary texts
	

	Shift 3
Staircase of Complexity



	Texts are of different eras

Texts are authentic,  primary source speeches



	Texts could be sequenced and scaffolded for struggling readers

Check Lexile levels and qualitative characteristics of text complexity to be sure that the texts are grade appropriate and well sequenced

Text-based Answers



	Culminating task requires students to use evidence from central texts since it says “each leader”

Writing from Sources



	Culminating task requires students to use evidence from central texts since it says “each leader”
	

	Shift 6
Academic Vocabulary



	Culminating task calls students to understand and utilize the academic terms “claims, counterclaims, reasons, evidence, and methods” from the CCLS

	Culminating task could ask students to incorporate academic and domain-specific vocabulary

	Shift 2
Knowledge in the Disciplines


	Students read texts that gave them background information on the topic



	Lesson plan could include Common Core standards for speaking and listening, as their discussions play into their development of content knowledge

	Shift 3
Staircase of Complexity



	Went from reviewing MLK Jr.’s points, to identifying Malcolm X’s points, to comparing the two views





	Check Lexiles and qualitative complexity of the texts to appropriately sequence them

Could build in more time to the lesson to allow all students, specially struggling readers, to adequately grapple with the complexity of the texts

	Shift 4
Text-based Answers



	Students used texts to answer questions and engage in discussion

Students have to justify answers with evidence

	Could refer to texts during the warm-up activity, in addition to class notes

	Shift 5
Writing from Sources



	Students write a sentence explaining the quote they chose as most compelling

Closing activity involves students writing a paragraph
	Seven minutes may not be enough time for students to write an in-depth paragraph

What do students have to KNOW to complete this task?

· Civil Rights Movement background information
· MLK Jr. and Malcolm X’s views on how to gain equal rights
· Definitions and examples of claims, counterclaims, reasons, evidence, and methods
· Definition of a strong argument in social studies

What do students have to DO to complete this task?

· Develop, introduce, and support an argument in an essay
· Determine which Civil Rights Movement leader made the strongest argument
· Cite evidence from the texts
	
What do teachers have to do in order to prepare students for what they have to KNOW and DO in the task?

· Provide rich texts so that students can sufficiently answer the question
· Model how to effectively cite evidence
· Provide opportunities for students to identify and develop claims and counter claims

Informative essay in the culminating task gives students the opportunity to demonstrate the knowledge they have gained about homeostasis

	Shift 2
Knowledge in the Disciplines


	Students use the scientific method

	Lesson plan could include Common Core standards for speaking and listening, as their discussions play into their development of content knowledge

	Shift 3
Staircase of Complexity



	Homework increases the complexity of what students are called do during the activity and discussion





	

	Shift 4
Text-based Answers



	Students have to justify answers with evidence from their data

	Could include a text as a resource before the discussion section (e.g. an abstract, lab report exemplar, etc) for students to reference and cite

	Shift 5
Writing from Sources



	Students use their own data to answer the homework questions
	Students could write down summaries based on the class findings (as opposed to summarizing the findings for students, the teacher could simply chart findings and leave the synthesizing writing to the students)

	Shift 6
Academic Vocabulary



	Students are called to incorporate domain-specific vocabulary during the do now (e.g. vein, artery, capillary, nutrient, oxygen, circulation, etc)but not academic vocabulary

	Pinpoint academic and domain-specific vocabulary that will be targeted specifically at particular points in the lesson

· The definition and examples of an informative essay
· How to cite evidence
· Science content: homeostasis, functions of organ systems

What do students have to DO to complete this task?

· Cite evidence from texts and lab reports 
· Combine information from multiple sources (e.g. texts and lab reports)
· Introduce and support a claim
	
What do teachers have to do in order to prepare students for what they have to KNOW and DO in the task?

· Teach elements of informative essays in science
· Model how to identify relevant information from sources
· Model how to effectively cite evidence
· Model how to synthesize information from various sources
· Provide rich texts so that students can sufficiently answer the question
· Provide opportunities and time for students to develop lab reports and not just complete lab activities
· Clarify expectations for writing in science, and how they differ from expectations for writing in ELA
