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MEDICAL TECHNOLOGY ACADEMY

[bookmark: comments]Developed in response to the shortage of trained professionals in the health care and medical technology fields, the Medical Technology Preparation Program is funded by the State Education Department of New York and the New York City Department of Education through the Carl Perkins grant and a variety of professional organizations.

Eligibility
The Med Tech Program is open to students of varied ability levels with good attendance records and a willingness to strive at a higher academic level. This program is currently a 4-year program.
Other qualifications include:
* Students interested in career exploration
* Students interested in college
* Students interested in science
* Students interested in any medical career

Curriculum
The Medical Technology Program at Port Richmond High School is a four year course of study.  Med Tech courses put an extra emphasis on career exploration, and have a variety of health care professionals as guest speakers. The Med Tech Program offers a multi-faceted curriculum and extra-curricular approaches to medical technology education with an emphasis on "hands-on" learning, building necessary college skills.
The course offerings include:
* Freshman year: Living Environment - culminating in a Regents Exam. This course contains an emphasis on health, wellness and medical issues.
* Sophomore year: Chemistry- culminating in a Regents Exam. This course prepares students for lab skills needed for health occupations.
* Junior year: Double-period of Human Anatomy and Physiology. This course offers students hands-on practice with medical equipment and technology.
* Senior year: Microbiology and Biotechnology. This course continues mastery of skills learned during junior year.
Med Tech English (E7M and E8M) - these courses delve into medical issues and ethics through literature and concentrates on college level writing skills. This course is comprised of the regular English curriculum as well as specific medical terminology, college essay writing, a college entry essay, and a senior resume. Students will also experience lessons on suicide prevention, the environment and health issues, as well as medical issues, licensing and ethics practices. Students in the Med Tech Program receive 4 additional science credits over the graduation requirements of 44, bringing their credit total to 48 credits upon graduation.

Other Opportunities
Beyond their academic courses, in their junior year eligible Med Tech students can work part-time in health-related jobs in local hospitals, nursing rehabilitation centers and pharmacies. Supplementing these activities our students also coordinate and assist at Port Richmond High School's semi-annual Blood Drive and also participate in peer education through health information tables and classroom presentations
