Travel and Tourism
 
The Academy of Hospitality and Tourism is a three year program allowing students to  pursue Regents and Advanced Regents Diplomas. Students are not only exposed to all facets of the travel and tourism industry but are encouraged to take Advanced Placement and Honors courses as well. Through the integration of computer application courses students are prepared to meet requirements for MOS certification—a recognized standard in industry.  Eleventh grade students meet one period a day to develop strategies for success while learning travel and tourism geography. Job shadowing at hotels such as the acclaimed Waldorf Astoria and the "W" in NYC, paid summer internships in travel-related businesses, scholarship opportunities and college courses are valuable components available to all qualifying candidates.   

 
Entrepreneurship (The Workplace Experience)
 
The Entrepreneurship Program allows students to experience, in a simulated business environment, all facets of being an employee in a firm, including research, marketing, commerce, trading, human resource development and administration while pursuing Regents and Advanced Regents Diplomas. 

 

 The program provides students with in-school work experience that develops school-to-career skills.  Through hands-on applications and tangible results, the Virtual Enterprise program improves students’ skills in problem solving, written and verbal communications, and aligns with expectations in the workplace. In addition, students learn about a variety of careers associated with business and industry, acquire global economic knowledge, and use technology as applied in business.  The Virtual Enterprise is a capstone program that meets for a double period each day. Students are eligible to participate in a fully funded travel opportunity to Europe or California, paid summer internships, business workshops, scholarships, free college courses and exposure to real industry leaders. In addition, Advanced Placement and Honors level courses provide opportunities for students to further their studies.
