This institute will equip its participants with the leadership skills needed to empower students to take action in their community.  A rigorous curriculum develops academically strong students prepared for advanced courses and post-secondary study.   College credit is available through the College Now program and Wagner College.  Students are provided with leadership opportunities through the three themes of our house:

LEADERSHIP

Students develop leadership skills by participating in and organizing a variety of school and community events, resulting in their becoming empowered to make positive change in the world.

LAW

In this new component of Civic Leadership, students will take classes in American Law, complemented by guest speakers from all aspects of the law profession.  They will gain a background appropriate to the pursuit of careers in areas such as criminal justice, law, social work or public office

JUNIOR RESERVE OFFICER TRAINING CORPS
JROTC emphasizes: citizenship, leadership, service to the community, personal responsibility, teamwork and self-discipline.
Through their participation in JROTC, students gain a sense of accomplishment and self esteem.  Drill class provides the opportunity to travel to and participate in local and national competitions.
