TELEVISION & MEDIA ARTS ACADEMY
This Smaller Learning Community provides students with the opportunity to engage in television production, scriptwriting, and electronic and print media experiences in Port Richmond High School’s on-site television studio.  The Academy prepares students for post-high school education through rigorous college-readiness instruction within a multi-cultural experience.  There are opportunities for students to take honors and Advanced Placement courses.  In TAMA courses, students learn to write, edit, and film their own video productions and show them in school and online.  Students can also study journalism and learn news reporting, writing, and production.  The program culminates in a capstone learning project that immerses the student in his or her chosen media milieu.  The Academy has partnerships with Staten Island Community Television, NBA Entertainment, New York City Parks Productions, and Richmond University Medical Center Community Outreach.

It has been a busy term for the Television and Media Arts Academy.  In academics, we are proud of the 14 students on Honor Roll and 37 on Merit Roll for the first term.  In our Academy attendance incentive, 27 students earned perfect on-time attendance with no cuts.  For enrichment, all TV and Media teachers hold tutoring sessions every Thursday Period 9.   Our new Media Arts Club meets in the TV Studio on Wednesdays to make advertising posters and video projects; and the “Fun with Shakespeare” club, made possible through Councilwoman Debi Rose, meets every Tuesday and Thursday Periods 9 and 10 to enact scenes from Romeo and Juliet, make costumes and build scenery.   

Our students held two fundraisers:  the “Say It with Flowers” Valentine Flower Sale and the December Holiday Video Greeting fundraiser. In December, our students visited New York University’s Tisch School of the Arts where they toured the campus and met with college recruiters.  

Our TV Crew is always “where it’s happening” because they are being requested to cover PRHS school activities ranging from a visit from Borough President Molinaro to a meeting with representatives from the Ritz-Carlton Hotel chain.
