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PROMOTION POLICY

As per Chancellor Regulation A501 and Manhattan Village Academy’s Academic Policy, promotion in ninth through twelfth grade is based on the student accumulation of credits, * demonstration of the ability to do standards’ level work, and maintaining a least 92% attendance.  Students earn credits upon successful mastery and completion of a subject specific course of study as demonstrated by a variety of evaluation strategies, homework, and class participation.

A specific number of credits have been established for promotion from grade to grade.

· Grade 9 to 10:  a minimum of 15 credits, including 3 required in English, 2 required in Global History, 3 required in Math, 2 required in Science, 2 required in Music, 1.2 required in Physical Education, 1 required in SAT Preparation,  and 1 required in Health Education, completion of the Autobiography, passing the Integrated Algebra Regents and the Earth Science Regents

· Grade 10 to 11:  a minimum of 29 credits, including 2 required in Foreign Language, 6 required in English, 4 required in Global History, 5 required in Math, 4 required in Science, 2 required in SAT Preparation, 2 required in SAT Preparation, 2.4 required in Physical Education, passing the Global History Regents, the Geometry Regents, the Living Environment Regents and completion of the Global Research Portfolio.
· Grade 11 to 12:  a minimum of 43 credits, including 4 required in Foreign Language, 8 required in English, 6 required in History, 8 required in Math, 6 required in Science, 3 required in SAT Preparation, 3.6 required in Physical Education, passing the English Language Arts Regents, the US History Regents, the Foreign Language Regents, the Advanced Algebra Regents, the Chemistry Regents and completion of the Math Portfolio. 

· Graduation:  a minimum of 56.2 credits, including 10 required in English, 10 required in History, 10 required in Math, 8 required in Science, 3 required in SAT Preparation and 4.8 required in Physical Education and Health.  Passing the Earth Science Regents, the Living Environment Regents, the Chemistry Regents, the Integrated Algebra Regents, the Geometry Regents, the Advanced Algebra Regents, the Global History Regents, the US History Regents, the English Language Arts Regents and the Foreign Language Regents.  In addition, all students must have completed the Autobiography Portfolio, the Global History Portfolio, the Math Portfolio, the Physics Portfolio and the Globalization Portfolio.
