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Global Studies 3 and 4 
Course Description:
Global Studies 3 and 4 are year long courses taught to 10th grade students. The classes cover topics from The Scientific Revolution up to The modern world. Students will develop critical thinking, reading and writing skills. Students will also take part in class discussions, complete class projects and write at least one research paper. Class materials and assignments will be differentiated to meet the specific needs of individual students. Students will be prepared to meet the requirements of the Global Studies Regents exam.

Class Materials:
Students are expected to come to class everyday prepared for instruction with:

1. A notebook for taking notes and keeping instructional materials

2. Loose-leaf paper.

3. Pens for writing.

Units of Study/Essential Questions:

Unit 1–The beginnings of the modern world (1300-1815)
Essential Question- How advances in science and philosophy affect global history?
Unit 2- Expansion of the modern world (1700-1914) 
Essential Question- How did industry and globalization influence people and nations?
Unit 3- The modern world in Crisis (1880 - 1945)

Essential Question- Why how did nationalism, militarism and economic depression lead to the world wars?

Unit 4–The World since 1945 (1945 – the present)
Essential Question- How did the Cold War and colonial independence movements influence modern history?

Course Expectations:


-Students are expected to come to class on time everyday prepared for instruction.

-Students are expected to participate in class. This includes asking and answering

 questions, engaging in class discussion and most importantly taking part in all

 activities.
-Students are expected to show respect towards their classmates and teacher.

-Students are expected to complete all class and homework assignments on time.
Course Objectives:


Critical Reading Skills-Advancement in reading skills is essential. Students must be able to effectively read their textbook and class readings. A particular emphasis will be placed on primary source document analysis and the identification and understanding of historical arguments.


Critical Writing Skills-Students are expected to develop mastery of historical writing. Students need to be able to successfully write thematic essays, document based question (DBQ) essays, research papers and projects. Students should also be able to effectively express their own thoughts in writing.


Class Discussion-Students will learn to effectively engage in small and large group discussion. In particular, students need to learn to articulate their own thoughts to the class in a sophisticated manner.

Grading Policy:

Student grades will be calculated based on a variety of class assignments. The distribution of each student’s grade percentage is as follows:

Late Assignments/Make-up Work:
Late assignments will be deducted 10% if handed in within 3 days of due date. After 3 days, assignments will receive a zero. Missed tests must be made up within 1 week of the day the test was originally given. Students are responsible for making up missing work (make-up work will only be accepted if accompanied by an excuse note with a working phone number).

Plagiarism/Cheating:
Plagiarism and cheating will be punished with a zero and a referral to the dean. 
Assessments:
Students will be assessed by thematic and DBQ essays, multiple choice tests class-work and homework.

The final examination is modeled after the Global Studies Regents exam. It will contain multiple choice questions, a thematic essay and a document based question (DBQ) essay.

Students will also be compiling a portfolio throughout the school year of their best work. This will include a baseline assessment, a variety of project assignments and an exam.

Projects:
Examples of projects include current events, a newspaper, political cartoons, and traditional research papers.
