The Request for Placement must be submitted no later than Friday, May 22, 2015. Submissions after the 
deadline will not be accepted. Please submit the request in person at a Family Welcome Center. Submitting 
this form indicates that you are interested in a grade 4 or 5 Gifted & Talented (G&T) placement for your child. 
This form will be used to initiate the process of collecting the various elements used to determine eligibility.  
 
ELIGIBILITY  
 
All applicants must be current New York City residents.  
 
For current public school students, eligibility for upper elementary grades is determined by the following 
measures, each of which will be weighted equally: 

 The 2015 NYS English Language Arts (ELA) and Math scores. 

 2015 Report Card Grades. 

 Descriptors of Exceptional Characteristics provided by student’s teacher. 
After submitting this form, the Department of Education will collect eligibility information for students. No 
further action is needed. 
 
For students not currently enrolled in public school (e.g., private, parochial, home school, etc.): Eligibility will 
be determined through a review of the three measures stated above. In the absence of state tests, parents 
will be contacted to submit objective assessment data that demonstrates advanced performance in reading 
and mathematics. Non-public students must also provide 2 forms of proof of New York City residency when 
submitting this form. 
 
PLACEMENT INFORMATION & TIMELINE 
 
At the end of the summer, the Office of Student Enrollment will contact you to notify you of your child’s 
eligibility. Eligible students will receive an application and a list of available grade 4 & 5 G&T programs. 
 
For citywide programs, eligible siblings will be placed first, followed by eligible applicants by random lottery. 
For district programs, eligible siblings will be placed first, followed by eligible applicants with district priority by 
random lottery. If seats remain after those with district priority have been accommodated, offers to applicants 
without district priority will be assigned by random lottery.  
 
Placements are for the 2015-2016 school year. Families will be notified by mail regarding the outcome of the 
application by early September. Students will not be placed in the terminal grade of a program. Please be 
advised that placement is not guaranteed and is subject to seat availability. The number of available seats is 
extremely limited and there is no appeals process.
