Kindergarten students will enter the building using the side entrance on Barlow Avenue (Kindergarten playground) and go directly to their classrooms.  The teachers are there to greet each child, personally.  

All bus children will enter the building through the Elverton Avenue doors.  Adult supervision is provided outside as the children are disembarking the bus and as they move inside to the holding areas. 

All latecomers must enter the building through the Barlow Avenue main entrance and obtain a late pass from the security guard.  

DISMISSAL: 2:50 & 3:40 PM

Children will be met outside of the school building.  Parents may not come into the lobby to pick up their children.  If you have a last minute emergency situation and your child needs to be picked up early, please report to the general office so an arrangement can be made prior to dismissal.

Once again, for the safety of your children the following routines will be enforced: 

Bus Children

Bus service begins the first day of school.  Please use bus service as soon as possible.  We need to know the number of children who will be using bus service.  For safety purposes, it is not recommended that children switch from bus to walker for a day.  As a safety precaution, in the event that there is a change in your child’s bus routine, you must notify the school in writing. In addition, you may not pick up another child without written permission from his/her parent.  Students are not permitted to take a different bus from the one they are assigned.  Children are eligible for the bus, if they meet the following requirements: 

· Grades K-2 are entitled to bus if they live ½ mile or more from the school.
· Grades 3-5-must live over one mile from the school or have a medical variance (obtained from the Office of Pupil Transportation and filled out by the child’s doctor).  

Bus children will be dismissed from the gym exit and board their bus on Elverton Avenue.  

Cautions: Children are not to be dropped off between cars or buses.  Parents should not double park, pass a school bus with flashing red lights, or park in bus stop areas.  Please use the crosswalks. The school works in partnership with the 122nd Precinct in enforcing traffic safety laws.  To protect our children, no one is permitted to return to the building to retrieve forgotten items after dismissal.  Parents may write a note to the teacher explaining the dilemma.  We appreciate your cooperation in abiding by these most important safety rules established for the welfare of your children.  

For the safety of the children we ask to follow the Parking/No Parking rules on Elverton and Stieg Avenue (signs posted by the Police Department).  Please remain outside the building.  Allow room at each exit so all designated classes can leave the building in a safe and orderly manner.  Teachers will escort the pupils outside the building.  Discuss with your child the importance of safety and any special arrangements you will have to meet them.  Please avoid using Elverton Avenue during arrival and dismissal as the buses are dropping off students.  The buses must have clear access in order for the children to arrive safely and on time.  
SAFEGUARDING YOUR CHILD

Please do not have pets or lit cigarettes around the perimeter of the school.

CROSS ONLY AT CORNERS: Observance of this rule eliminates the dangerous practice of “jay walking.”  If the intersection is controlled, drivers look for and expect walkers to cross only at the corner and with the traffic light.  
WATCH FOR TURNING CARS: This guards against children “walking into the side” of cars as they turn corners.  Too many children are injured when they forget they must be extra alert at corners.  
KEEP FROM BETWEEN PARKED CARS: This rule is probably the most often violated and bears the most serious consequences of all.  It takes time and distance to stop a vehicle even if it is moving slowly.  It is difficult for the driver to stop if a child darts suddenly into his path from between two parked cars.  
WALK ON LEFT FACING TRAFFIC: 
This applies to sections where there are no sidewalks.  While walking to the left, the child can observe oncoming traffic and step off the roadway in plenty of time to avoid an approaching vehicle.   

PLAY AWAY FROM TRAFFIC:

Playing on the street, including “hitching” on vehicles is one of the largest causes of child accidents.  Street games in traffic are dangerous.  Playgrounds and backyards in the neighborhood are the best guarantee that no boy or girl will be deprived of a happy childhood because of a traffic injury. 

BE DOUBLY ALERT ON RAINY DAYS: Special care is necessary to counteract the difficulty of seeing clearly on rainy days.  Visibility is hampered by umbrellas and rainfall and may hide a vehicle from view.  In addition, it is more difficult for the driver to see and vehicles may be unable to stop quickly or may skid.  
OBEY POLICE OFFICERS, ADULT CROSSING GUARDS, AND TRAFFIC SIGNALS:  Your child’s safety to and from school will depend to a great degree upon obedience to these “safety guardians.”
ITEMS NOT TO BE BROUGHT TO SCHOOL: Toys, toy guns, cars, radios, electronic games, etc. are not to be brought to school unless specifically requested by the teacher. 
BREAKFAST AND LUNCH PROGRAM
Breakfast is free for all students.

All students must submit a completed lunch form whether or not you intend to have your child eat hot lunch.  There are three categories of hot lunch: free, reduced and full payment.  Eligibility is based on family size and income.

LUNCH PROCEDURES

Students have a 50 minute lunch period which includes eating time and recreation time.  Parents or guardians wishing to take their children home for lunch must meet in the main office.  There must be advance notice on file with your child’s teacher.

Good housekeeping is very important for a safe and orderly environment for our children.  Please encourage your children to clean up their garbage during breakfast/lunch and cooperate with school rules and regulations.  Children may not bring drinks in glass containers or cans.  

LUNCHROOM PROCEDURES

1. You must sit at your assigned table.

2. Always wait to be called for hot lunch and drinks. 

3. Use a soft voice at all times.  

4. Remember we only walk in the lunchroom.  

5. It is expected that the cafeteria is to be kept clean and neat.  

6. Food is not to leave the lunchroom.

7. Listen to the adults in charge.  

PLAYGROUND RULES

1. Think safety first. Hitting, kicking, pushing, punching, tackling, and running are not permitted.  

2. No one is to return to the building unless permission is given by the adult on duty.  

3. Students are expected to line up quietly and move through the building in the same manner.  

4. Use of bad language is unacceptable and will not be tolerated.  

5. Throwing of stones, sticks, snowballs, or any other objects is not permitted.  

6. NEVER go beyond the schoolyard gates!

7. Listen to the adults in charge.  

FIELD TRIPS

Prior to any field trip, a note is sent home with each student describing the trip and explaining any fees involved.  This note includes a permission slip that must be signed by the parent/guardian and returned to the teacher.  

Please be advised that only parents selected by the teacher will attend a class trip.  To maintain safety and order on trips, parents who have not been selected are not to impose his/her presence at the trip site.  Siblings are not invited to accompany parent chaperones.  A Board of Health nurse will accompany designated children on trips.   In the event a nurse is not available, students with a 504 on file must have a parent and/or guardian attend the trip.  
ATTENDANCE REGULATIONS
If your child is going to be absent please call the Parent Coordinator in the main office at

Children ages 6-17 are mandated by law to be in school.  Attendance is taken daily.  Children are expected to be on time.  If your child was absent,
a note from the parent or a doctor must be given to the teacher when he/she returns to school.  If a child is absent for two consecutive days, a call to the parent will be made by the school.  Absence for family vacation is not an excusable absence.  Family holidays should be taken during school holidays.  

Remember: Attendance is vital to your child’s academic success, and his/her achieving promotional standards.  

Requesting the release of your child before dismissal should take place only if there is an emergency.  All appointments should be scheduled when school is not in session.  Children will not be released once the dismissal process begins (2:40 PM). Be advised that students should not be signed out upon returning from a class trip, at the conclusion of a class performance, or special event.  Your child must remain with their class until dismissal.  Children will not be released to anyone not listed on the blue emergency card unless a note is sent to the teacher by the parent.  If a change in your child’s daily schedule is necessary (i.e.  bus children will be a walker; child is not attending any after school program, etc.); a note must be written and given to the teacher.  A student’s verbal statement or phone call will not be honored.  Please state if someone other than the usual person is picking up your child.  

Remember: Photo ID is required from everyone to sign out a student.  This is for the safety of all. 
ROUTINES FOR VISITING 
THE SCHOOL

Enter and leave the building through the main entrance on Barlow Avenue.  Sign in at the security desk.  You will receive a pass after identification is validated.  The issued pass only affords you access to a designated location.  For the safety of pupils and staff, you may be asked for this pass by school personnel.  Visitors should not be in any part of the building without authorization.  Any unauthorized visitors will be considered intruders.  Intruders will be reported to the police.  Upon leaving the building, you must sign out and return the pass.  

If you are leaving books, lunches, cupcakes, etc, please bring these articles to the main office and they will be sent to the classes.  Be sure to label the item with your child’s name and class.  If you wish to see school personnel, it is necessary to schedule an appointment to insure availability of time.  

MEDICATION
Your child may be entitled to special accommodations in school under Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, The Americans with Disabilities Act and various State and City laws.  These laws protect the rights of students with special health needs who might have difficulty attending school or participating in regular school activities without support services or reasonable accommodations being provided.  For example: parents of students with asthma, seizure disorders, etc. should contact the School Nurse at 
(718) 227-9786.  

FIRE AND SHELTER DRILLS
Fire drills are a time of strict silence and immediate evacuation from the building.  Fire drills are required by law and are held twelve times during the year.  When the fire bell rings, the student is expected to obey orders and clear the building quickly and silently.  The teacher in each classroom will give instructions for exiting the building.  Specific fire drill procedures are posted in each room.  It is important to respond to each fire drill as if it were a real fire.  No child or adult may be left in the building during a fire drill.
Fire Drill Signals: 3 Gongs, 4 times-Immediate evacuation, 2 Gongs, followed by 3 Gongs, run 4 times - Get ready/Get outerwear, proceed to your designated exit 

Shelter drills are necessary to prepare students for emergency procedures in case of hurricanes, tornadoes, earthquakes, etc.  Interior shelter is away from windows usually below the main floor.  

Shelter Drill Signal:  5 Gongs 3 times in immediate succession.  Move to your designated area in the building.

Grades 1-5: (Distributed in November, April, and
June).  The Grade 1-5 report card addresses primary subjects, secondary subjects, social skills, work and study habits and behavior.  

PROMOTION POLICY: Students, who exhibit severe delays in reading and math, are in jeopardy of non-promotion.  A collaborative decision regarding retention is made by the principal, teacher and parent.  

ASSESSMENT

Based on input from all the constituencies, the following has been formulated and adapted as Grading Policy and Homework Guidelines for P.S. 32.  
MATH ASSESSMENT
P.S. 32’s goal is to ensure that assessments accurately and effectively measure classroom learning so teachers can help students meet the standards.  For the 2010-2011 school year, we will continue to assess  the students utilizing teacher created assessments based on the Everyday Mathematics curriculum.  For grades 3-5 these assessments will replace the Acuity exams for mathematics.  The new assessments will align with the NYS Standards and scope and sequence of the Everyday Math curriculum. The assessment will incorporate questions from each strand of the New York State standard (Number sense & Operations, Algebra, Geometry, Probability and Measurement), questions based on the scope and sequence of the Everyday Mathematics curriculum and questions above grade level standards.  
GRADING
For all academic areas the grades are numbers from 1 to 4.  
These numbers can be interpreted as follows:

4-Exceeds the standards
3-Meeting Standards
2-Approaching Standards

1-Far Below the Standards

The report card indicates how your child is progressing toward achieving the standards at the end of the school year.  A grade of 4 in the second marking period may not mean that your child has already exceeded the end-of-year standards, but that your child is progressing at a pace to exceed those standards by June.  

PLEASE NOTE: As per District guidelines regarding READING AND MATH, a child must be achieving at least one year above grade level for an Exceeds the Standards (4).  

GRADING ASSESSMENT

The city has been implementing new performance standards in all grades over the last few years.  The Department of Education’s promotional policy is directly related to these standards and the city and state test scores.  The categories for the grades reflect the new standards.  The specific skills listed in each subject will give you a good idea about how your child is progressing toward meeting grade level performance standards.
Grades are determined according to: Observation Checklist, Literacy Rubrics, 

Running Records, Math Rubrics, Unit Tests,
City & State Standardized Tests and Portfolios.
INSTRUMENTS OF ASSESMENTS
Grades are cumulative based on performance standards and incorporate the following considerations: 

Test Scores - Unit tests and those prepared by the teacher

Class Performance -Applications of learning and participation

Independent Assignment - Research projects, book reports and extra credit and/or I.E.P. Goals

Homework - Completion and quality

WE RECOMMEND THAT ALL CHILDREN READ, OR ARE READ TO, 15 MINUTES DAILY.

WHO? All of our children are expected to do daily assignments to be completed at home.  

WHAT? Homework assignments may take many forms.  The form may be in writing, reading, study and review or research and independent study.  

WHERE? A quiet place, away from distractions, is essential so that the child may focus and concentrate.   
WHY? Homework reinforces classroom work and encourages the student to learn independently.  The quality and frequency of completion is reflected in the cumulative grade at report card time.  

WHEN? Homework should be done when your child is rested and ready to approach the task at hand.  In order to maintain the integrity and continuity of the instructional program, homework may be assigned according to the following schedule.  

Kindergarten - Reading each night with your child is the most important thing you can do to increase vocabulary, sight word skills, comprehension and overall future academic success.  Some written work will be assigned.  A focus will be on math and literacy. 
Grades 1 and 2 - Approximately 2/3 of your child’s homework will be devoted to written assignments in various subject areas.  Your child will be expected to devote the remainder of the time to studying and independent reading.  

Grades 3 and 4 - Approximately 2/3 of your child’s homework will be devoted to written assignments in all subject areas.  Recreational reading, reports and ongoing projects will be used as tools to develop and encourage independent study skills.  
Grade 5 - Approximately ½ of your child’s homework will be allotted for written assignments.  The balance of this time will be spent on independent research projects, creative programs, study and monthly book reports.
SPECIAL EDUCATION CLASSES
Will follow the same guidelines but with modifications based on the student’s Individualized Education Plan (IEP).  

PICKING UP HOMEWORK (ABSENTEE)

If your child is absent and you want the homework assignments, call the school before 9:00AM to allow time for the material to be sent to the office for you to pick up.  If there is a brother or sister in the school, they may pick up the homework at the main office.  

Occasionally a student may forget an item in school.  Please do not be alarmed.  If your child accidentally forgets a book in school that needed to be used for homework, please write a note to the teacher indicating that your child forgot his/her book and the child’s teacher will allow your child to make up the homework the next day.  However, if this is a chronic problem, it will be handled differently.  Please do not come up after dismissal to pick up the forgotten item as school is officially closed and due to safety and security we will not be able to retrieve the item for you.  Please encourage your child to develop a homework buddy system with another child in the classroom when he/she is absent.

BALANCED LITERACY

The Balanced Literacy approach has many components that we should all be familiar with, so we can help our children succeed in school. Balanced Literacy is just what it says, Balanced. It is an individualized approach that allows each child to learn at a different pace, because as we know children have many different learning styles. The independent reading enables a child to choose their just right leveled book so that he/she can read and feel comfortable with reading. Their level allows the child to read a book they can read with fluency and understanding. The shared reading component is where the children read a text with the teacher. It is usually a big book. This 
component does not push every child to read and this is also where children can read what they feel comfortable reading. It is usually read numerous times to build on fluency as well.  
One major element of balanced literacy is Guided reading:  the teacher works with a small group of students with similar strengths and weaknesses. They focus on a skill or strategy that they might need help with. This program has been developed to address each child’s specific needs in order that they reach and exceed the standards in literacy. During guided reading our students are placed in homogeneous groups with other students based on their specific needs, which are individualized for them.  

The read aloud is where all the children get to listen to a book that the teacher reads. This book might be above the students’ reading level. This component allows the child to listen to beautiful literature at a higher level. The same goes for the different components of writing.  

The workshop model is how the lessons are planned and taught. The teacher teaches a skill, strategy or theme to the whole class. Then the children break off into groups to practice what they have just been taught. The teacher walks around conferencing with the children and picking up on their strengths and weaknesses and using what they have learned in planning their future lessons and grouping. Then the class comes back together and shares what they have learned in a whole group.

Independent Reading Levels

The following levels are the independent reading levels.  These are the levels that your children should be coming home with to read for homework and responding to; as well as reading independently in school.  At the beginning of Kindergarten most children start with a letter A and continue going up to a level C.  Some kindergarten children go up to a D or an E or beyond.  First graders usually start on a level B or C and move up to a level I by the end of the year.  In second grade they usually start on a level H and go to a level M.  In third grade children start at a level M and can go up to a level P.  In fourth grade children usually start at a level O and go to a level T.  In fifth grade they start at level S and go up to a level W.  Every child’s level should increase by two letters during the course of the year.  The levels are determined by a running record, which will be explained as well.   
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Running Record
The following is a sample of a running record.  It is an assessment that shows what level the child is on.  The child reads a piece of a story chosen by the teacher.  This is a book that was never read by the child.   The child has a certain amount of time to read the selection.  The errors in reading are jotted down on the paper and the correct words are checked.  It is scored by dividing the number of errors by the number of words read.  That is the accuracy rate.  If the child self corrects it is not counted as a mistake.  Then the teacher makes a note whether the error was a word that is completely different than the word on the page, like read and red, or if the error was a word that was different but means the same like happy and glad.  The child might not have been able to read the word happy so she substitutes it for the word glad.  Then the teacher asks a couple of questions to make sure the child understands what he or she is reading.  This assessment will be done approximately 3 times a year to see if the child moves up a level.

This provides a rich yet balanced curriculum.  Every strand is addressed throughout all grade levels of the program.  Everyday Mathematics is integrated into other subject areas as well, and becomes part of the ongoing classroom routines, outdoor play and the spare transitional moments that occur everyday.  Each grade level builds on and extends concept understanding so that children approach each new challenge from a firmly established foundation.  

Within the content of Everyday Mathematics, emphasis is placed on:

· Establishing links from past experience
