

Bundle Components Overview 


This document provides an overview of the components of an instructional bundle. 
	Component
	Explanation of Component

	1. Cover Sheet (Use template)

	Unit overview
	1-2 sentences describing the unit in which the task is embedded. Orient the user by including what instruction has come before, and will come after, the task.

	Task name
	Full name of the task

	Grade
	For Math: K,1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8 or HS
For Literacy: K,1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8 or 9-10 or 11-12

	Subject
	For example: Algebra

	Depth of Knowledge Level of the Task
	Using Webb's DOK, enter 1-4. Include a one sentence rationale indicating why the task is identified as a particular level. 

	Task Description
	1 sentence description of the task.

	Standards of task assessed 
	Indicate the standards the task addresses; choose only the most relevant/highest priority. For math standards, also include Math Practices. 

	
Materials needed for task administration 
	Indicate what materials are needed for task administration. Include any texts used for the task. Mention any other materials, such as calculators, student notes, journals, etc.  

	2. Task
	

	Title page (Use template)
	This should include the text that you would like to see on the title page describing what is contained in this section.

	Student copy of the task
	Student version of the task.

	Teacher instructions
	Instructions for teachers to implement the task.


	3. Rubric

	Title page (Use template)
	This should include the text that you would like to see on the title page describing what is contained in this section.

	Rubric
	Rubrics should use the language of the standard(s) whenever possible.

	4. Annotated Student Work

	Title page (Use template)
	This should include the text that you would like to see on the title page describing what is contained in this section.  Please include the circumstances of performance for the student work. For example, how long did the student have to complete the task, how many revisions will it go through, what resources were students able to use?

	Annotations
	Annotations using Word comment or text boxes that show where in the student work the student does or does not meet the standards/criteria in the rubric.

	Overall score
	The total number of points the student received.

	Score point on each rubric criterion (if rubric has multiple criterion) 
	Score point for each criterion on the rubric.

	Summary of student performance on the criteria within the rubric
	One paragraph describing student performance according to the rubric.

	Instructional implications/next steps for the student/level
	One paragraph describing next steps for the student anchored in the rubric and primary standards addressed.

	Instructional implications/next steps for the student/level
	One paragraph describing next steps for the student anchored in the rubric and primary standards addressed.

	5. Instructional Supports 

	Title page (Use template)
	This should include the text that you would like to see on the title page describing what is contained in this section.

	Unit outline using the Unit Outline template and including the elements below: 

	Unit topic and length
	1-3 sentences describing the unit topic and the duration of the unit.


	Common Core Learning Standards
	Highest priority/most relevant CCLS addressed in the unit.

	Big ideas/essential understandings
	Important core concepts, understandings, or theories. They go beyond discrete skills and focus on larger concepts, processes, or themes.

	Essential questions
	Over-arching questions that provide focus for the curriculum and are aligned based on a key concept, enduring understanding, and/or big idea to prompt inquiry.

	Content
	Subject matter; key concepts; facts; topics; foundational information addressed in the unit using the language of the standards wherever possible.

	Skills
	Targeted proficiencies, performances, actions, strategies addressed in the unit.  Start with an action verb and use the language of the standards wherever possible.

	Vocabulary
	Vocabulary addressed in the unit.

	Assessments
	The assessments section should include both the diagnostic and formative assessments used in the lesson, as well as the final assessment.

	Learning plan
	Learning plan leading to the final task including supports for ELLs and SWDs. Please attach any relevant documents used in the learning plan (e.g. activities, etc.).

	Resources
	Websites, books, etc. needed to teach the unit. Include texts as separate files whenever possible. 

	6. UDL Guidance 

	Universal Design for Learning (UDL) One-pager (Use template)
	Document that details how the task is aligned/can be adapted to incorporate the principles of UDL.

	7. Text Supports

	Title page (Use template)
	This should include the text that you would like to see on the title page describing what is contained in this section.

	Texts used
	Include texts if not copyrighted. If copyrighted, include ordering information. Use AP style to cite books, magazines, websites and other sources. Whenever possible, include texts as separate files. 

	Annotated text (if available)
	Texts annotated to show qualitative difficulty.

	Completed text rubric (if available)
	Rubric indicating where primary unit texts fall qualitatively.

	Guidance around access to text (if not included in learning plan). 
	Guidance around supporting all students with accessing complex unit texts.
