College Goal NY Events Help New York Students Gain Access to 

Education Financing Opportunities

C
ollege Goal NY events are 

set to take place during 

the months of January 

and February 2014 to help college-

bound students complete the most 

important tool in securing finan-

cial aid, the Free Application for 

Federal Student Aid — the FAFSA.

The FAFSA completion events 

are scheduled in targeted areas 

throughout New York State that 

have a history of high financial 

need and where students submit a 

disproportionately small number 

of online FAFSA applications. At 

each event, students and families 

receive hands-on assistance filing 

their application and getting an-

swers to questions specific to their 

circumstances. Attendees can en-

ter a drawing to win $500 for col-

lege. Five winners will be selected 

at each College Goal NY event site.

College Goal NY, a collaborative 

public service project of the New 

York State Financial Aid Admin-

istrators Association (NYSFAAA) 

and New York State Higher Educa-

tion Services Corporation (HESC), 

is part of a national volunteer 

program, College Goal Sunday-

SM, with a focus on helping low-

income, first-generation families 

complete the FAFSA. The fund-

ing for the $500 drawing awards 

come from the federal College 

Access Challenge Grant (CACG), 

which is administered in New York 

State by HESC.

College Goal NY events start 

during the month of January, 

which Governor Andrew M. 

Cuomo has proclaimed as “New 

York State Student Financial Aid 

Awareness Month.” Throughout 

the month, HESC conducts an 

awareness campaign, “Start 

Here, Get There,” to educate 

students and families about 

college financial aid and to pro-

mote FAFSA completion. More 

information can be found at www.
