Dear Parents/Guardians:

As stated in Chancellor’s Regulation A-665, “The voluntary uniform policy is intended to help schools promote a more effective learning climate; foster school unity and pride; improve student performance; foster self esteem; eliminate label competition; simplify dressing and minimize costs to parents; teach children appropriate dress and decorum in their “work” place; and help to improve student conduct and discipline.”
The School Leadership Team has determined that the following uniform requirement will be adopted as our official school uniform for the 2011-2012 school year:




P.S. 117’s uniform is defined as follows:




( white button-down shirts with a collar or a white turtleneck shirt



( navy pants, skirts, jumpers or skorts bought anywhere

Parents and guardians may purchase clothing that satisfies the uniform requirement at any vendor/store of their choice.  Local stores (i.e. Cookies, Conway) sell clothing that meet the uniform requirement.  Parents must purchase the school uniform.  

Parents also have the right to secure an exemption from the uniform requirement.  Student’s parents must complete and submit an Exemption Form.  If you would like to secure an exemption from the policy, please contact our Parent Coordinator, Jennifer Andres, so that she can assist you with the process.  
If parents and guardians can not afford to buy a uniform, please contact the District Family Advocate and/or Borough Director to request financial assistance.  Our school Parent Coordinator, Jennifer Andres, can also be contacted.  We will refer to the Citywide Discipline Code, only when it comes to imposing disciplinary actions when the children whose parents have opted to oblige with the school’s uniform policy fail to comply.
