Full day professional development opportunities for K-12 teachers and counselors are provided to assist participants in implementing an age-appropriate curriculum module Fostering Respect For All: Empowering Students to Move from Bystanders to Allies.
Schools may use the module as a prevention strategy, an intervention strategy, or both. The module is designed so that the sequential lessons can be used either in “pull out” small group workshops that engage a group of 10-15 students who have been selected for inclusion in a workshop to empower them to become allies, or for “push in” full class instruction. The goals of the module are to:

•           Foster increased empathy in young people

•           Increase students’ understanding of what bullying is and its impact

•           Motivate youth to move from being bystanders to bullying behavior, to being allies to peers that may be targeted for bullying behavior

•           Empower students with the knowledge, strategies and skills they need to be effective allies
