e Denied appropriate educational services while suspended or removed from class

e Improperly suspended or removed from class because of their disability

e Improperly discharged or transferred from school for disciplinary reasons
IF THIS SETTLEMENT IS APPROVED, THE NYC DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION HAS
COMMITTED TO CERTAIN PROCEDURES CONCERNING STUDENT DISCIPLINE DURING THE

TIME OF THE SETTLEMENT THAT CONCERN:

e Removing students with disabilities from class or school for disciplinary reasons
e Removing students with disabilities from school before a Superintendent’s suspension hearing

e Determining if a student was removed from class or school as a direct result of the student’s
disability

e Educating and evaluating students with disabilities while on suspension
e Discharging and transferring students with disabilities out of school
