You should be taking the SAT in October or November.  

You can still register for the SAT on October 10th, but you will have to pay a late fee.  Fee waivers NO longer apply for the October test.
The next SAT is November 7, 2009. Use the four free spots for score recipients to send your scores directly to your top choice schools.  The deadline date for regular registration is October 1, 2009.  Pick up an application in Room 223A or register online at www.collegeboard.com. You can still get a fee waiver for this test. You must bring in proof of your income (2008 1040 form to qualify).
You can also register for the ACT. The next test is October 24, 2009.  You should register by September 18, 2009. Fee waivers are available for this test as well.
