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Financial Aid applications are NOT to be submitted BEFORE January 1st.  When applying through FAFSA, you are applying for the 2010-2011 school year as a first year, undergraduate, working toward your first Bachelors or Associate Degree, attending full time.

You can go to www.pin.ed.gov now and register for a pin # for yourself and another for ONE of your parents. You both must have a S.S. #.  If your parent already has a pin #because you have a sibling in college, they should use the same pin #.  You can go to www.fafsa.ed.gov now and use the FAFSA4CASTER to get an estimate of your EFC (Expected Family Contribution).  This is how much your parents will be expected to pay toward your college expense.  You can start filling out the forms at the end of December online, BUT DO NOT SUBMIT THEM UNTIL JANUARY 1ST.  Again, make sure you fill out the form for 2010-2011 school year.
