You must take an SAT or ACT to get into most 4 year colleges

1. SAT (also known as SAT I or SAT reasoning) – (Math, Reading and Writing)

                  May 1st Test- Deadline to register March 25th 

  June 5th Test – Deadline to register April 29th 

2. SAT II – (also known as Subject tests) –given same days as SAT I.  You can take up to 3 subject tests in 1 day, but never the same day you are taking the SAT I. Only SOME schools require these tests whereas MOST schools require SAT I.
(The SAT I AND II scoring is structured in such a way that you should go through each section quickly answering ONLY the ones you know.  Only if you have time to go back to the questions and you can figure them out, should you answer.  DO NOT GUESS!  YOU ARE BETTER OFF LEAVING THE QUESTIONS BLANK!
3. ACT –April 10th –Deadline to register March 5th 

   June 12th – Deadline to register May 7th 

        Used as an alternative to SATs.  Has math, reading and science and you     should opt for the test with writing. You can take guesses on this one.  Don’t leave blanks.
4. Start doing research on colleges.  Go to www.collegeboard.com.  Register for “quickstart” if you took the PSAT, www.fastweb.com , www.nycareerzone.org (for career exploration. www.Cappex.com , www.Zinch.com and http://schools.nyc.gov/SchoolPortals/21/K410/EducationalSupport/College/default.htm  to start with.  Request Renee Schoenfeld and Lincoln Seniors 2011 College Bound on Facebook.
5. Make an appointment to meet with Mrs. Schoenfeld– Stop into 223A and get Profile forms and teacher recommendation forms so that Mrs. Schoenfeld can write a letter of recommendation for you to be sent to the colleges you apply to.
6. If you have a low income, bring in proof of your income in the form of 1040 forms, budget letters, benefit card so that you can get FEE WAIVERS (you won’t have to pay) for SATs and college applications
7. Become familiar with special programs like SEEK(CUNY), EOP (SUNY) and HEOP (private schools).  These are programs to service students whose averages and SATS may be slightly lower than what the schools are looking for due to Financial hardships(you will have to demonstrate financial need) 
8. Attend OPEN HOUSES, visitation days, fairs, summer and pre college programs to get an idea about what school is best for you

9. Read newsletters posted on our school’s website http://schools.nyc.gov/SchoolPortals/21/K410/EducationalSupport/College/default.htm every week.
10. “COLLEGE NIGHT” will be held in the FALL at Lincoln in the student cafeteria.  Make sure you attend with your parents.
11.  ESSAYS- Your English teachers will be asking you to do a college essay.  Please try to write something meaningful and personal so that the colleges can see who you are beyond your grades. Type this on your computer and save it.  If you need someone to correct it you can always email it to Mrs. Schoenfeld at Rschoen5@schools.nyc.gov 
12.  TAKE AP/HONORS CLASSES AND COLLEGE NOW TO PREPARE FOR COLLEGE. COLLEGES LOOK FOR STUDENTS WHO HAVE TAKEN RIGOROUS COURSEWORK ESPECIALLY AS SENIORS.  MAKE SURE YOU CONTINUE WITH MATH.
13. DO COMMUNITY SERVICE/SCHOOL SERVICE (KEEP RECORDS).  Colleges look for students who have given of themselves.  Any scholarship requires that you’ve done extensive community service. 
14. CUNY- City University of New York – Least expensive way to go to college usually. Has 4 year schools where most you need a minimum of an 81% cumulative average (Baruch, Hunter, City College, Brooklyn, John Jay, Queens, Lehman, York, *Medgar Evers, *College of Staten Island, *New York City College of Technology (*these schools have 2 yr programs as well).  Community Colleges – 2 year schools include, Kingsborough, Borough of Manhattan C.C., Queensborough C.C., Laguardia, Hostos, Bronx C.C. All are located within the 5 boroughs of NYC. Go to www.cuny.edu for more information.  Has SEEK
15. SUNY- State University of New York – Tuition is not much more than CUNY, but you usually have to pay Room & Board.  Includes – Albany, Buffalo, Binghamton, Stony Brook, Brockport, Buffalo State college, Cortland, Fredonia, Geneseo, New Paltz, Old Westbury, Oneonta, Oswego, Plattsburgh, Potsdam, Purchase, Colleges of Technology: Alfred State, Canton, Cobleskill, Delhi, Farmingdale, Maritime, Morrisville, SUNYIT, FIT and a wide variety of 2yr community colleges like Hudson Valley, Sullivan, Nassau, Erie, Ulster and Dutchess County.  Go to www.suny.edu for more info. Has EOP

16.  PRIVATE – Go to individual college websites to apply or try www.commonapp.org for the COMMON APPLICATION (used by over 350 colleges including some SUNY) Schools in NY have HEOP.
17. YOU MUST FILL OUT A RECEIPT IN THE COLLEGE OFFICE FOR EVERY SCHOOL YOU APPLY TO SO THAT WE CAN SEND YOUR TRANSCRIPTS.  NO ONE ELSE CAN DO THAT. PLEASE TRY TO DO EVERY APPLICATION ONLINE, BUT INFORM US OF EVERY SCHOOL YOU APPLY TO.  IF YOU APPLY BY PAPER APPLICATION, BRING THOSE IN. You will start applying in the fall.  Deadline for Early Decision/Early Action is October 8, 2010.  Deadline for regular decision is November 15, 2010
18. NCAA FORMS – If you are planning on playing college sports, you must register at www.ncaaclearinghouse.net before June, 2010.  You must inform the college office so that we can send them your transcripts and you MUST have your SAT scores sent directly to the NCAA from the collegeboard.  Their code is 9999
19. If you are NOT a citizen or permanent resident, you can still attend college. You may not be eligible for federal aid. There may be scholarships though.  Go to  http://www.maldef.org/pdf/scholarships.pdf    
19. Kingsborough CC – BI LINGUAL PROGRAMS IN Spanish, French-Creole and Russian as part of CD/Discovery program (which is like the SEEK program but on the 2 yr level - must be financially eligible)
20. TOEFL- English proficiency test for students whose native language is not English.  If you are a permanent resident and applying to CUNY, you DON”T need this test.  However, if you are applying to SUNY or private schools and have been in the U.S. for under 4 years, you MUST take the TOEFL
21. DEADLINES-  November 15, 2010/Regular Decision - SUNY- November 1st (Priority Deadline)

October 8, 2010–Early Decision, Early Action, January grads
