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Seniors!—Remember to request a final transcript from us if the college asks you to do so.  FAFSAs should be updated as soon as your parents do their 2008 taxes.  Make sure the information was sent to all the schools you applied to.  Keep in mind that in most cases you must make a decision about what school you will attend by May 1st.  Therefore you should be visiting the schools you’ve been accepted to, if you haven’t done so already. DON’T EVER COMMIT TO A COLLEGE UNTIL YOU HAVE WALKED ONTO ITS CAMPUS.

Juniors!- You should all be registering to take the SAT I (Reasoning) in May or June.  The deadline for the May test is March 31st.  The deadline for the June ACT is May 8th.  The June SAT deadline is May 5th.
