Remember if you are from a low income family, you may be eligible for fee waivers.  Don’t hesitate to talk to me or Ms. Smilowitz (secretary) to see if you are.

Seniors!!!-You should have heard from most, if not all of your colleges by now.  If you haven’t, call them. You MUST let most schools know before May 1st that you want to attend that college.  Make sure you respond to their letters and emails and send in deposits when necessary. There are still schools accepting applications for the fall.  You should have also done your FAFSA form by now.  Go to www.fafsa.ed.gov to apply and use your parents’ 2009 tax return to fill out the form for the 2010-2011 school year.  Please make sure you apply for scholarships that you are eligible for.
