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SCHOOL-BASED POLICY OF ISOBEL ROONEY MIDDLE SCHOOL FOR USE OF CELL PHONES, COMPUTING DEVICES, AND PORTABLE MUSIC AND ENTERTAINMENT SYSTEMS ON SCHOOL PROPERTY
Students are permitted to bring the following electronic items to school: 1) cell phones; 2) laptops, tablets, iPads and other similar computing devices (“computing devices”); and 3) portable music and entertainment systems, such as iPods, MP3 players, PSP, and Nintendo DS.
A. Regulation 
The use of cell phones, computing devices and portable music and entertainment systems at school is prohibited. During the school day (defined as being from the time a student arrives on campus each morning until school is dismissed for the day), devices must be turned off and may not be used by students. Cell phones, iPods, MP3 players, etc. must not be carried in a visible manner or on the student’s person, and should be kept out of sight in a book bag or locker. There is no reason that a student should need to use a cell phone during the regular school day.
B. Confiscation 
If the student is found in violation of this policy: 
1. Student will be asked by school personnel (teacher/staff) to surrender the device and a parent/guardian must pick up the device.
2. If the student refuses to surrender the device immediately, teacher/staff will inform a dean or administrator to assist. If the student does so, the device will be returned to a parent/guardian. 
3. If the student refuses to surrender to the administrator/dean, the administrator/dean will contact parent/guardian in attempt to convince the student to surrender the device. If the student does so, the device will be returned to a parent/guardian. 
4. If the student refuses to surrender to the administrator/dean, even after parent/guardian intervention is attempted, the student will be given a pre-suspension notice requiring parent to attend a conference at the school on the next school day. At the conference, a behavioral contract will discussed and implemented.
5. If parent does not attend conference or if the student continues to violate this policy, the privilege of bringing these devices to school, will be revoked. 
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C. Discipline
Students who use cell phones, computing devices, and/or portable music and entertainment system in violation of any provision of the DOE’s Discipline Code, the school’s policy, Chancellor Regulation A-413, and/or the DOE’s Internet Acceptable Use and Safety Policy (“ISUSP”) will be subject to discipline in accordance with the guidance interventions and disciplinary responses set forth in the Discipline Code.

Note: The school will not be responsible for any of above mentioned devices.
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
