Dear Parents/Guardians:

     We will be starting our Kindergarten Application Process on January 10, 2011 and will continue through March 4, 2011.  Applications will be available to complete in our main office from 9:00 a.m.to 11:30 a.m. Monday through Friday.  If you currently attend our Pre-Kindergarten program, you must also apply for Kindergarten during this time period.

Please bring:

1. Your child’s birth certificate ( your child must be five years old by December 31, 2011 to be eligible for Kindergarten)

2. Your child’s updated immunization record; and 

3. Two proofs of address—no exceptions.  See reverse side for acceptable proofs of address)

We will notify families with our kindergarten offers between March 21, 2011 and March 25, 2011.  According to Chancellor’s Regulations, offers will be given in the following order:

· Zoned students with a sibling who will be attending PS/MS 207Q in grades 1 – 5 in 2011/2012.

· All other zoned students;

· In – district students from outside the zone with a sibling who will be attending PS/MS 207Q in grades 1-5  in 2011/2012.

· Out-of-district students with a sibling who will be attending PS/MS 207Q in grades 1-5 at the school in 2011/2012.

· All other in-district students from outside the zone;

· All other out-of-district students.

Families must accept/decline their offer between March 28 and April 15, 2011.  We will then begin pre-registration for September.  Thank you for your cooperation in this matter.

KINDERGARTEN DOCUMENTATION REQUIREMENTS

In order for a student to register into a New York City public school, the parent and the child must both appear and must present:

· Child’s birth certificate or passport

· Child’s immunization records

· Proof of address which may be verified by any TWO of the following:

· A residential utility bill (gas or electric) in the resident’s name issued by National Grid, Con Edison, or the Long Island Power Authority and must be dated within the past 60 days.

· Documentation or letter on letterhead from a federal, state, or local government agency, including the IRS, the City Housing Authority, Human Resources  Administration, the Administration for Children’s Services (ACS), or and ACS subcontractor indicating the resident’s name and address and must be dated within the past 60 days.

· An original lease agreement, deed or mortgage statement for the residence.

· A current property tax bill for the residence.

· A water bill for the residence dated within the past 60 days.

· Official payroll documentation from an employer issued with the past 60 days such as a form submitted for tax withholding purposes or payroll receipt (a letter on employer’s letterhead is not adequate or acceptable).

Please Note:  None of the documents listed above will suffice alone.   A telephone bill, cable bill, credit card bill, medical insurance card, or driver’s license is NOT acceptable proof of address.  If you are subletting an apartment or home, or if more than one family shares a living space, you must present an affidavit from the leaseholder or homeowner in addition to any two of the above acceptable proofs of address in accordance with Chancellor’s Regulation A-101.

· Child’s Individualized Education Program (IEP) and/or 504 Accommodation Plan (if applicable and available).
