Course Description:

Global History 3 & 4 picks up where Global History 1 & 2 left off. Students will study the emergence of Europe after the Renaissance, through World War II and into the modern era.  The course concludes with the demonstration of their skills and knowledge in a cumulative Regents exam in June of 2009. Students will continue to build upon their skills of decoding maps and primary sources, but much more emphasis will be placed on key facts, time-periods, and historical concepts. Global History 3 & 4 has a rigorous and demanding course-load, and students must complete all assignments and come to class prepared to ensure that they will succeed in June. 

Course Objectives:

• Students will be prepared to take and pass the Regents in June 2009 with 80% or higher.

• Students will be avid readers of historical documents and able to interpret primary sources.

• Students will be proficient writers, capable of creating masterful historical-based essays.

• Students will be knowledgeable of historical trends, important events, and people.

• Students will be able to make relevant connections between the world of the past and today.

Student Expectations:

• Students must arrive to class everyday on time. School begins at 8am and it is imperative that you arrive prepared and at the beginning of class. Students who are late 6 or more times or who have 2 or more unexcused absences will automatically receive a ZERO for class participation, significantly hurting their chances of passing.  You will only be excused from a lateness or absence if you provide written documentation signed by a guardian, doctor, or teacher.

• Students must arrive fully prepared to class, without food. I will not provide you with supplies; if you come unprepared to class you will not receive participation credit for that day. Furthermore, there is to be absolutely no food or candy in the classroom. You may, however, bring water. 

• Students are expected to maintain composure and attention throughout class. Students will have many opportunities to work and collaborate with their peers. However, when I am giving directives, I will not repeat myself or answer questions. Nor may students leave their seats when I am going over directions or procedures. 

Materials:

Students must come to class with either a pen or pencil everyday. Students may keep either a binder or a folder for materials handed out in class. Students may not throw away their work until after the Regents exam. Additionally, Students must have a paper, spiraled notebook to take their notes. These notes will be checked randomly during the year.
