Schools earn additional credit when their high-need students make
exemplary gains. These gains are based on the percentage of high-need
students who improve by at least one-half of a proficiency level in English
Language Arts or Math (e.g., student improves from 2.25 to 2.75 in ELA, or
3.10 to 3.60 in Math). Schools earn this additional credit if the percentage
of students, in any of the five high-need categories, who achieve exemplary
gains is in the top 40% of all schools citywide.

This component can only improve a school’s overall progress report grade.
It cannot lower a school’s grade.

More Information

Each school's Progress Report

(1) measures student year-to-year progress,

(2) compares the school to peer schools, and
(3) rewards success in moving all children
forward, especially children with the greatest
needs. Each of these steps is a key component
of Mayor Michael R. Bloomberg and Chancellor
Joel I. Klein's Children First reforms.
