Schools earn additional credit when their high-need students make
exemplary gains. These gains are based on the percentage of overage-
undercredited students earning 11 or more credits in their first, second,

or third years of high school. This measure of progress is highly predictive
of high school graduation. Schools earn this additional credit if they are
among the top 6 Schools for Transfer Students achieving exemplary gains in
any of the five high-need categories.
