The student progress grade is based 

on the change in student scores  on 

state tests in English Language Arts 

and Math between 2012 and 2013, 

compared to other students in the City 

who started at the same level.

The student performance grade is based 

on the results of students in your school 

on 2013 state tests in English Language 

Arts and Math.  Middle school scores 

also take students passing core courses 

into account.

The school environment grade is based 

on student attendance  and your 

school's NYC School Survey , where 

parents, teachers, and students in 

grades 6 and older rate academic 

expectations, safety and respect, 

communication, and engagement.  

Schools receive extra points if they 

make exceptional gains with students 

with disabilities, English Language 

Learners, and students with the 

lowest proficiency citywide.

The NYC School Survey is one of the largest surveys of any kind conducted nationally. This year nearly a million responses were collected. The survey collects 

responses from parents, teachers and students in grades 6-12.

For questions pertaining to safety and respect, Icahn Charter School 2 scored higher than other schools in the city. Compared to schools serving similar 

populations, Icahn Charter School 2 scored higher.

In order to answer this question, we looked at how much schools helped improve their students' test scores from year to year by comparing students who 

received similar test scores the previous year.
