For questions pertaining to safety and respect, Lower East Side Preparatory High School scored higher than other schools in the city. Compared to schools 

serving similar populations, Lower East Side Preparatory High School scored higher.

In 2013, Lower East Side Preparatory High School’s six year graduation rate was 63.6%. This was higher than the average overall graduation rate of transfer 

High schools. Compared to other transfer high schools in the city serving students with similar characteristics, Lower East Side Preparatory High School’s 

graduation rate was statistically higher.

To answer this question, we looked at the percentage of students in the graduating cohort who graduated and met the Regents exam, SAT and/or course 

standards for passing out of remedial coursework at CUNY by August 2013, or graduated early and enrolled in college by June 2013. 

Students from Lower East Side Preparatory High School were more prepared for college compared to other students in the city. Compared to students from high 

schools serving similar populations, the students from Lower East Side Preparatory High School were more prepared.
