In 2013, Bronx Arena High School’s six year graduation rate was 30%. This was lower than the average overall graduation rate of transfer High schools.
Compared to other transfer high schools in the city serving students with similar characteristics, Bronx Arena High School’s graduation rate was statistically lower.
