215 is a grade 5-8 middle school housed at the Dr. Charles R.
Drew Educational Complex in the Morrisania section of the Bronx.
K.A.P.P.A. was established as a program in September, 2000 and
modeled after KIP.P. Charter School in partnership with
Replications, Inc., which was founded by John Elwell. There are
currently four K.A.P.P.A. schools in NYC that have been replicated
after our school. K.A.P.P.A. is unique in that over 90% of K.A.P.P.A.
scholars do not reside in the community. The vast majority of our
students commute to school via public transportation. We are the
only middle school in District 9 that intakes youngsters at grade 5.
We believe that the additional year of middle school helps us to
provide our scholars with additional academic and social support
that will help their academic success and personal growth. ...
