The prestigious International Baccalaureate (IB)
Diploma Programme is integral to the experience; in addition to
challenging classwork, IB stresses independent thinking and
community engagement. Students can expect a strong emphasis
on structured writing and public speaking, as well as an
overarching practice of the kind of analysis that will ensure that
they are prepared for the challenges of college and careers.
